FROM USEFULNESS TO PLEASURE: MOTIVATION SPECTRUM
OF READERS OF EARLY ITALIAN RENAISSANCE

The paper contains an analysis of the reader motivation of Early Italian Renais-
sance, its sources and process of establishment, which could be traced in
the Ancient Rome and Middle Ages. Based on the analysis of the texts of the An-
cient Rome, Middle Ages and Renaissance authors, the author highlights
the understanding of the book as a source of usefulness for the reader and spe-
cific features of understanding the usefulness of reading in the days preceding
the Renaissance. Particular attention is paid to the pleasure of reading as a mo-
tive, its formal absence and presence in certain periods, as well as an attempt to
correlate the benefits and enjoyment of reading as a motive in the early period
of the Renaissance.

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FROM USEFULNESS TO PLEASURE: MOTIVATION SPECTRUM
OF READERS OF EARLY ITALIAN RENAISSANCE

The aim of paper is to present an analysis of the reader motivation of Early
Italian Renaissance, its sources and the process of establishment, which could
be traced in the Ancient Rome and Middle Ages.

Research methodology. The study is based on the analysis of the texts
of the Ancient Rome, Middle Ages and Renaissance authors in the days
preceding the Renaissance and early Renaissance, i.e. The comparative and
historical methods were applied as the most appropriate.

Results. The author highlights the understanding of a book as a source
of usefulness for the reader and specific features of understanding
the usefulness of reading. Particular attention is paid to the pleasure of reading
as a motive, its formal absence and presence in certain periods, as well as
an attempt to correlate the benefits and enjoyment of reading as a motive in
the early period of the Renaissance. The Ancient Rome authors considered
a book as a source of knowledge and a mean to develop or to perfect one’s
mind and soul, as a source of usefulness in broad understanding. The Middle
Ages writers considered books as one and the only source of Christian truth,
so reading was regarded as the important mean to save one’s soul, but in
the late period certain kind of books gained more practical meaning as a manual
called to help to master the craft. The Ancient Rome stated the pleasure as a
motif for reading, but it was almost completely neglected in the Middle Ages.
The pleasure of reading returned its status, but in the beginning of Renaissance
it was closely correlated with usefulness.

Novelty. The attemptis made to presentan analysis of changesin understanding
usefulness of reading in pre-Renaissance time and to develop the status
of pleasure as a result of reading in different periods.

The practical significance. The results could be applied in further study
of some issues concerning reading motivation in historical past and at present.
