CULTURAL AND EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITIES OF LIBRARIES IN THE
SOUTH OF UKRAINE IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE 19™ CENTURY —
THE FIRST DECADE OF THE 215" CENTURY:

HISTORIOGRAPHY OF RESEARCH

The article is devoted to the historiographic review of literature that deals with the
problems of cultural and educational activities of libraries in the South of Ukraine in
the second half of the 19" century — the first decade of the 21t century. This article
analyses the sources and identifies the stages of the research issue. The author in-
vestigates the problems that have been processed by the researchers from different
branches of knowledge, in particular cultural and educational activities of libraries.
It has been revealed that in the majority of works some issues of culture, the history
of origin of libraries, their forms of educational activities have been covered, but the
content of some tendencies of transformation of cultural and educational activities
and methods of work for a certain period have not been traced, which gives the op-
portunity to enhance the study of librarianship in the South of Ukraine.

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The aim of this article is to determine relations of cultural institutions and social
population groups that lived in the city or village and youth groups.

Research methodology. The methodological bases are principles of historicism
and objectivism. The authors have applied the following methods: analysis and syn-
thesis, logical, comparative, descriptive, survey.

Results. The study has confirmed the important role of culture in the society that
requires reinforcement of attention to it not only from the state and its institutions,
but also from the community. The analysis of the Soviet period has showed that the
authority made certain steps to ensure cultural needs for city-inhabitants and vil-
lagers. But clubs, libraries, museums had to carry out ideological and educational
function among population. As a result of the absolutization of the ideological and
educational line the specific forms of the work in the society were underestimated.
According to the sources, administrative-command system of management did not
conform to cultural needs of population; due to this fact young people could not find
opportunities to realize their interests in social and cultural area. Cultural institutions
were oriented at cultural service, but not at creating conditions for an amateur per-
formance and creative work.

Novelty. In recent years the activities of Ukrainian cultural institutions has gained
popularity in the social and cultural context. Little known archive documents have
been introduced to the scientific field.

The practical significance. Practical value of the received data lies in its possible
application in further research of this subject; the development of lecture courses in
order to outline social and cultural perspectives among various social groups.

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ELECTRONIC TECHNOLOGIES OF BIBLIOGRAPHIC INFORMATION
PREPARATION

The aim of this paper is to examine the technical changes of bibliographic informa-
tion preparation in the up-to-date electronic environment.

Research methodology. The author has applied documentary analysis of eight
textbooks, scientific papers and electronic documents dealing with the develop-
ment of a system of electronic bibliographic resources. Special attention is paid to
general scientific and special methods: analysis, synthesis, generalization, logical,
bibliographic and other ones.

Results. The technological features of the process of bibliography in the electronic
environment are examined. The issue of conformity of bibliographic technologies to
information needs of the society and the level of automation of all branches of hu-
man activities is of particular importance nowadays. The development of electronic
bibliography, implementation of the up-to-date information technologies into bib-
liographic work of libraries require corresponding changes in the process of biblio-
graphic information preparation as well as in developing various bibliographic text-
books and the system of bibliographic resources.

The up-to-date technology is an important factor that has impact on the choice of
methods used in different processes of bibliographic activities.
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The author has analyzed differences between the concepts of “methods” and “tech-
nology” of bibliographic work.

The paper presents the works of the well-known scientists and bibliographers-prac-
titioners dealing with the research of the problems of bibliographic retrieval, reference
and bibliographic services and informing in electronic environment as well as ty-
pology of bibliographic technology.

The current issues are as follows: unification, programs conversion, achievement of
their compatibility, use of qualitative international communication formats.

Novelty. The author has proposed new approaches to the development of biblio-
graphic information using the up-to-date electronic technologies.

The practical significance. Conclusions relating the use of the worldwide elec-
tronic technologies may be used in the bibliographic work of Ukrainian libraries.

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RARE BOOK COLLECTIONS IN THE LIBRARY HOLDINGS OF THE

The preservation of cultural heritage, its disposal to future generations is one of the
focal points of the present time.

The aim of the article is to highlight the position of the rare book collections in the
library holdings of the Kharkiv Medical Scientific Research Institute (SRI) and give
them quantitative and qualitative characteristics.
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Research Methodology. Eight library holdings of Medical Scientific Research Insti-
tutes (SRI) have been studied.

Results. It has been found that most rare and valuable publications are available in
the general holdings. Some book collections, donated private libraries or rare edi-
tions, are distinguished. The issues till 1945 or 1960 are found in the catalogues
and card indexes. The holdings particularly keep the staff research works since the
foundation of the institution to the present time.

The author comes to a conclusion that book collections holdings of medical issues
of Kharkiv medical libraries have become a source knowledge of the history of world
and Ukrainian medicine, a revival of spiritual values of Ukraine; the rare book col-
lections holdings are not formed under the unified scientifically based criteria; the
presentation of the specific rare book collections is not implemented by the Ukrai-
nian and foreign experts to the general public at the appropriate level. All the above-
mentioned facts determine the necessity for further research in this area.

Novelty. In the Library Science over the past years the problems of rare book col-
lections and rare and valuable books holdings have been disclosed in the works of
national and foreign researchers, but the medical library holdings of Ukraine have
not been the subject of special study.

The practical significance. In Kharkiv, the largest centre of medical science of
Ukraine, a network of medical libraries successfully functions and organizes infor-
mation support of scientific and practical activities. They reveal the information pub-
lished in rare book collections and make documentary legacy of the past available to
modern consumers. It is these holdings are the basis for the study of medical history
and related disciplines.

ANALYSIS OF TENDENCIES OF ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOUR TOWARDS
DOCUMENT FUNDS IN UKRAINE AND WORLDWIDE

The causes and consequences of thefts in libraries and archives are considered. The
author defines three categories of thefts, a common source of which is the develop-
ment of the shadow antique market of valuable and rare documents. The destabilizing
factors that cause thefts include: lack of security and the security alarm system; lack
of cameras in the depositories and the reading rooms of libraries and archives; de-
cline in a complete and reliable account of documents; insufficient social protection
of personnel of the information institutions; lack of the legal regulations of punish-
ment. The national and foreign experience to solve this problem in libraries and ar-
chives around the world is covered.

ANALYSIS OF TENDENCIES OF ANTISOCIAL BEHAVIOUR TOWARDS
DOCUMENT FUNDS IN UKRAINE AND WORLDWIDE

The aim of this article is to prove that thefts as an anti-social phenomenon have
certain preconditions related to the economic instability in the country, low status of
such jobs as a librarian and archivist in the society, lack of their material incentives,
and development of the worldwide “black” antique market.

Research methodology. The scientific methods of analysis and synthesis and the
formulation of conclusions have been applied in the study of the sources.

In the modern world, such issues as the security of documentary funds, improve-
ment of the legislation concerning regulation of protection of the library and archival
documents, their storage, use, and financial, administrative and criminal liability for
their damage or theft become of high priority. A common source of all the catego-
ries of thefts is the development of the shadow antique market of valuable and rare
documents.

Results. The destabilizing factors that cause thefts have been identified: lack of se-
curity and security alarms, lack of cameras in archives, reading rooms of information
institutions, leasing of premises to doubtful legal entities, lack of funding, declineina
complete, accurate accounting and control over the internal and external document
flow; insufficient social security of personnel; lack of the legal rules for punishment.
Novelty. Characterizing the effect of antisocial behaviour towards document funds
in Ukraine and worldwide have been attempted for the first time. The national and
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foreign experience to solve this problem in libraries and archives around the world
is covered.

The practical significance. Therefore, the security and integrity of the documen-
tary funds will always depend on efficiency of the state legal framework, as well as
on the factors of the domestic thief, and professional negligence of librarians and
archivists. The legal rules of governing liability for damaging or loss of documents
need to be updated. There is an urgent need to amend not only the Civil, but also the
Criminal Code in Ukraine.

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VALEOLOGICAL COMPONENT OF THE TRAINING OF LIBRARY
PROFESSIONALS

The aim of the article is to study the electronic environment factors and their identi-
fication in order to provide a library professional with the valeological world outlook.
Research methodology. In the research work a number of scientific methods are
used. The factors are determined by means of a factor analysis and sorted out by a
computer. On the basis of a system approach the factors of the electronic environ-
ment are systematized.

Results. The valeological aspect of a library professional development is based on
the labour protection knowledge and the creation of safety conditions in arranging
the educational process. The electronic environment factors are determined as dan-
gerous and harmful on the basis of regulations. In accordance with their influence on
the environment and human beings, the factors are divided into physical, chemical,
biological, and psychophysiological ones. The disregard of the computer operation
rules causes library professionals’ diseases. It is necessary to create working condi-
tions in compliance with the labour protection rules.

Novelty. The research work is the first attempt to reveal the electronic environment
factors in order to develop a rational attitude to the arrangement of training and pro-
fessional environments for library professionals.

The practical significance. The materials of the article contain practical recom-
mendations for training library professionals and arranging safety procedures for
professional activities in the electronic environment.

LIS JOURNALS IN THE PROCESS OF PROFESSIONAL
COMMUNICATION

This paper presents the results of the analysis of Library and Information Science
(LIS) journals of the USA, Great Britain, Germany, France, and Italy indexed in the
international database SCOPUS. The role of journal as a means of enhancing pro-
fessional communication is emphasized. Journals that are popular among Ukrainian
library specialists are characterized according to their thematic focus. The current
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problems and area of focus of Library Industry which are the subject of scholarly
discussions in electronic library journals around the world are summarized.

Key words: LIS journals, electronic journals, library and information science, pro-
fessional communication, impact factor.

Periodicals remain the leading channel of information exchange in
the present-day conditions of social communications system develop-
ment. The popularity of the periodicals amongst professionals and scien-
tists is determined by the fact of their covering the latest information
on research, discoveries and inventions. In some cases, publication in a
journal allows the author to create new informational messages and to
generate new knowledge, in other cases, it makes it possible to under-
stand and to decode existing ones.

The current situation in Ukraine is characterized by a limited ac-
cess to foreign periodicals for library specialists and scientists. There are
several reasons, among them: a significant decline in foreign periodicals
subscription, the lack of lists of Library and Information Science printed
and electronic journals in Ukrainian libraries, barriers for free and open
access to full-text information in the electronic environment. That is why
describing the foreign LIS journals as a means of enhancing professional
communication of the Ukrainian library specialists is relevant.

The above outlined issue is the subject of attention of Ukrainian
scientists. In particular O. Voskoboinikova-Huzeeva [ 1] describes modern
means of professional information communications. The role and im-
portance of Ukrainian Book Science periodicals in the system of profes-
sional communication is alalyzes by Y. Soshynska in her PhD disserta-
tion [4]. Foreign scientists also actively study LIS journals. T. Eremenko,
E. Nykonorova and E. Shybaeva [2; 3] focus on professional communi-
cation of library specialists through modern services and Internet re-
sources. Judith M. Nixon, Rachel Hessey, Peter Willett [6-9; 13] present
the research results on Bibliometry and ranking LIS journals. Sei-Ching
Joanna Sin [10] analyses the longitudinal changes in geographical pat-
terns of authorship, collaboration types, and factors affecting the citation
impact of the seven top LIS journals over a period of 29 years. This paper
also includes specific findings relating to Asian countries. However, they
lack information on modern state of foreign LIS periodicals, their the-
matic focus as the instrument of influence on the communicative activity
of Ukrainian librarians.

The aim of the paper is to describe the results of the analysis of LIS
journals indexed in international scientometric databases, as the means
of enhancing the processional communication.
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Solving problems relating to library development, library services’
quality to a high extent depend on the state/level of professional com-
munications. Active professional communications contribute to applying
innovation in Library and Information industry and information sharing
of new ideas, new approaches and theoretical basics of library reforma-
tion and their practical implementation in response to dynamic changes
in society.

Periodicals are an important source of obtaining new information
and knowledge. That is why publications in LIS journals are the key to
information sharing and professional improvement of library specialists.
The research results and practical findings published in periodicals make
it possible to transfer new knowledge to a wider circle of colleagues, who
could use it or produce their own new knowledge. It is only the synthesis
of professional information taken from different sources that can be the
basis for new opinions forming on already known facts [11].

LIS journals contribute to setting the priority goals of modern libraries,
major problems and the ways of solving them. They gather the materials
according to the topics and issues that otherwise would be spread across
different individual research studies. They also allow us to become familiar
with particular research papers before their completion and encourage
the development of library science and practice and serve as the profes-
sional forums.

Periodicals facilitate systematic monitoring and help accumulate re-
liable information. Their content reflects the main trends in the develop-
ment of Library Science and the library as a socio-communicational and
sociocultural institute [3]. They are considered as an important link of
obtaining information on the theoretical research and its practical imple-
mentation [1]. The analysis of periodicals allows us not only to get an
overview of publications, their content, form, depth of analysis, the pub-
lisher, but also to get information about the areas of focus of professional
communication both internationally and in individual countries.

LIS journals in the USA, Great Britain, Germany, France and Italy
take a leading position in professional communication system, because
these countries have strong old traditions in Library and Information
Science and their library institutions are in a constant development.

During the research the journals indexed in the international data-
base SCOPUS were analyzed. There were 84 journals published in Great
Britain, 8 journals published in Germany and 4 journals published in
France indexed in 2013 in the SCOPUS database. The statistics of two
more years is shown in table 1.

Nowadays the importance of the citation indexes of the publications
is increasing and it is affecting the journals’ ranking [5]. Certainly these
figures do not always reflect the objective role of the journal in profes-
sional communication of library scholars and practitioners. Studying the
impact factor of the foreign LIS journals popular among Ukrainian lib-
rary specialists gave the opportunity to find out that not all the journals
have the impact-factor (have zero impact factor) even though they are
also popular by the foreign library specialists. [FLA Journal is an example.
This journal publishes the news of the current IFLA activities and the
world experience in Library Science. The content ranges from the issues
that deal with the freedom of access to information, the preservation of
cultural heritage, the development of library and information services,
providing services to the visually impaired and intellectual property. But
the Research Gate site (the social networking site the main goal of which
is providing help in establishing collaboration networks between the
scientists and making available the records of the current and 5 years
period impact factor of the journals) shows that impact factor of IFLA
Journal is 0,00.

The other journal with the zero impact factor published in Great
Britain deserve attention of Ukrainian library specialists. This journal is
Performance Measurement and Metrics. Its remit focused specifically on
measuring quality of library and information services. The journal pub-
lishes conceptual papers, empirical research, literature reviews, practical
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case studies and book reviews. These are the following journal sections:
Quantitative and qualitative analysis, Benchmarking, Organizational
effectiveness, Training and education, Performance measurement and
metrics methodologies, Assessment tools, Emerging technologies,
Standards.

Journals published in Germany (Information-Wissenschaft und
Praxis, International Journal on Digital Libraries, Knowledge Organization,
Lecture Notes in Control and Information Sciences, Libri, Microform and
Digitization Review, Microform and Imaging Review) and indexed in the
SCOPUS database (2013) have also zero impact factor except Zeitschrift
Bibliothekswesen und Bibliographie. Of great importance for the system
of international professional communication is International Journal on
Digital Libraries (Germany). Specialists from Europe, America and Africa
publish their works in this journal. In 2000 20,59% of articles were pub-
lished the authors of which were from foreign countries, in 2005 the num-
ber of articles is 31, 82%, in 2010 — 35,29% and in 2013 — 14,29% [9].

On the whole, LIS journals compared to other fields have a low im-
pact factor (the range is from 0,00 to 2.0). The highest impact factor
among the analyzed LIS journals have the journals of information and
documentation disciplines. The current impact factor of Annual Review
of Information Science and Technology (ARIST) is 1,727, Library &
Information Science Research is 1,386. Among the journals published in
Europe and indexed in the SCOPUS database Journal of Documentation
(UK) has the highest impact factor (see in the table 2) as a result of deep
historical traditions, focusing on theory, concepts, models, structure and
philosophy of information. The impact factor of journals published in the
USA and Great Britain is near 1. First of all, they are journals of Library
Associations:

— Journal of the Medical Library Association (US) — 0,99;
—  College and Research Libraries (US) — 0,82;

—  Library Quarterly (US) — 0,79;

—  Health Information and Libraries Journal (UK) — 0,761.

In this paper we made use of the works about LIS journals” impact
factor for the years 1997-2000 and 2010 [7; 9-10; 13] and the informa-
tion from the Research Gate site.

These data indicate that the impact factor of some journals increas-
es and on the contrary for some journals decreases. The journals pub-
lishing articles in co-authorship and focus on the development of elec-
tronic library and information resources and services hold their position
strongly. These are the journals indexed in the SCOPUS database: Aslib
Proceedings, Electronic Library, Library Hi Tech News, Library Resources
and Technical Services, Libri, Program: Electronic Library and Information
Systems. They have the specific theme focus. The examples are:

—  Program: Electronic Library and Information Systems covers all as-
pects of management and use of information technology in libraries
and archives, museums and galleries, information centers, and infor-
mation industry in general. The emphasis is on the practical applica-
tions of new technologies and techniques and their costs.

—  Library Hi Tech News helps professionals stay abreast of current events
and developments in Library and Information industry. Regular
features include technology profiles from the libraries “around the
world”, conference reviews, news and updates, and feature articles.
It should be mentioned that the journals in the above table are in-

dexed in various databases. For instance, Performance Measurement and

Metrics is abstracted and indexed by 11 databases: Current Abstracts,

Current Awareness Abstracts, Education Full Text, Emerald Management

Reviews, INSPEC, Library, Information Science and Technology

Abstracts, Library Literature and Information Science Full Text,
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OmniFile Full Text Mega, OmniFile Full Text Select, SCOPUS, Zetoc.
The other journal Program: Electronic Library and Information Systems is
indexed and abstracted in 26 databases: ISI, SCOPUS, Academic Search
Alumni Edition, Academic Search Complete, Academic Search Premier,

CompuMath Citation Index, Current Abstracts, Current Awareness

Abstracts, Current Contents/Social and Behavioral Sciences, Education

Full Text, Emerald Management Reviews, Information Science and

With the development of electronic communications an important
role in professional information, experience and knowledge sharing among
librarians is played by professional electronic journals. The evidence
to this fact is the constant increase of the number of library e-journals
published in 28 countries. The USA, Great Britain, Sweden, Germany,
Canada are among the countries with the most number of electronic jour-
nals [11]. Most of them publish materials on the various aspects of library
industry.

Numerous electronic publications are aimed at highlighting the spe-
cific areas of interest to library specialists:

- Book Science, news of book publishing — the USA, Austria, Australia,
Germany;

— Bibliography, bibliographic research — the USA, Great Britain,
Germany, Spain, Italy;

— Electronic resources, electronic communication — the USA, the
Great Britain, Denmark, the Netherlands, Spain, Austria, Australia,
Sweden, Russia;

— Electronic Libraries and Information systems — the USA, Great
Britain, Canada, Sweden, Cuba, Russia;

— Information Technologies and Electronic resources in education —
the USA, Great Britain, Japan;

— Library, Information, Personnel management — Spain, Italy, Great
Britain, Sweden, Canada, Finland;

- Technology and people — the USA, Great Britain;

— Library Ethics — the USA, Sweden;

— Information services in libraries, archives, museums and the inter-
action between them — the USA, Great Britain, Sweden, Canada,
Finland, Denmark, Norway, Lithuania;
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— Library Innovation, Quality management — the USA, France, Italy,

Great Britain.

Publications by foreign library specialists present the results of their
research findings and practical achievements, innovations and priority
areas of Library and Information Science.

Conclusion. 50 journals have been analyzed: among them 12 journals
published in the USA, 15 journals published in Great Britain, 12 journals
published in Germany, 4 journals — in France, 1 journal — in Canada
and 1 journal — in Ttaly. All of them are of high demand by the library
specialists. Indexing the journals’ in international databases enhances the
professional communication between the library specialists of the world
and contributes to the spread of knowledge. In general, the impact factor
of LIS journals is not high. Only 3 journals have the impact factor more
than 1 and 4 journals have the impact factor little less than 1.

The analysis of LIS electronic journals shows that the vast majority
of publications reflect the current problems of Library and Information
Science. They contribute to solving the problems of libraries’ sustainable
development in current difficult conditions. Studying the publications in
such journals will facilitate communication among Ukrainian specialists
of Library Science and Practice. Further research can help identify the
general trends of the thematic content of European LIS journals.

MEDICAL LIBRARIES AND THE USE OF WEB TECHNOLOGIES

The paper presents an analysis of the use of modern web technologies on the sites
of foreign medical libraries. The author suggests to use these technologies in the
work of national medical libraries in order to improve information provision of users.
The study of the website of Ukrainian medical libraries has shown insufficient practi-
cal use of modern web technologies. The role of mobile technologies in libraries is
described. Main components of foreign medical libraries’ mobile sites are: informa-
tion about working hours, location, links to mobile databases, online public access
catalog, renewal books, library news and others. No Ukrainian medical library has
optimized its website for mobile devices.

Key words: medical libraries, web technologies, mobile technologies, websites,
services and resources.
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The development of libraries using modern information computer
and web technologies has radically changed the understanding of their
roles and facilities in the field of information service for users.

Libraries as the most skilled communication broker in the «medical
information — user» system have a duty to provide continuous online
support cooperation between the parties of communication through the
production of electronic products and services.

Introducting modern web technologies to library service production,
generating library electronic resources and accessing to the external da-
tabase significantly increase the role of libraries in the science communi-
cation system [8, p. 61].

Electronic scientific communication is developing today by radical
increasing its efficiency and leads to a rapid increase in collections of on-
line scholarly journal scattered in the global cyberspace. In this regard,
the role of subject scientific libraries as terminal document communica-
tion systems significantly increases. They are designed to provide perma-
nent storage and cumulation of complete electronic collections of jour-
nals for present and future generations [7].

Libraries, including the medical ones, are have to work now not only
with collections of printed journals, but also with electronic ones, as well
as with global and digital resources in general (electronic editions, digi-
tal libraries, bibliographic and abstract databases). This is a quite diffi-
cult development for university libraries designed to provide scientific
information to academic community and render instant access service
to electronic resources for its users not only within the library building,
but for the whole university campus [9]. Another important trend to be
considered is that the publishers, subscription agencies and information
services take on the role of libraries, use different aggregation schemes of
information and access to it [4].

One of the most important success factors of the Internet is its conve-
nience of use. Most people prefer to look for information on the Internet
at home or in office instead of searching systematically in library catalogs
and then making a trip to the Library to get quality information. Apart
from serious scholars and students, most people will just stop their in-
formation search altogether if they cannot find what they want on the
Internet and not take the next step to go to the Library because of its
relative inconvenience. Mobile devices today are taking convenience to
a new height. The mobile device is fast becoming an appendage of our
body. [2, p.11].

Mobile access to library services is not a new concept: in November,
1993, the University of South Alabama Library initiated the Library
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Without a Roof Project to test the feasibility of using Personal Digital
Assistants (PDAs) in a library environment [2, p. 86]. The project was
conducted with the assistance of AT&T, BellSouth Cellular, and Notable
Technologies, Inc. Apparently, thiswas thefirst systematic effort toconnect
a PDA to library online public access catalogs (OPACs), commercial
online databases, and the Internet using a cellular communications link.

The interest in the PDA increased at the turn of the twenty-
first century. Medical libraries were among the first to recognize the
potential of mobile technology in libraries. A publication in 2002 in the
Journal of the Medical Library Association, one of the first focuses on
the possibilities of PDAs in medical libraries. PDAs have the potential
to revolutionize not only the world of libraries, but the entire world of
information technology as well. [5, p.94].

In the first decade of the 20th century, both public and academic
libraries have begun implementing mobile versions of at least some
elements of their web sites including catalogs. In 2006 a case study
was published about the development of the mobile web site at Ball
State University (BSU) Libraries [6]. According to the article, the
BSU Libraries’ mobile site offers library patrons a catalog and journal
search, videos about the libraries, information about collections, services
such as interlibrary loan, and quick links to mobile reference web sites.
The study found that “library web sites can be adapted to the limited
power, memory, bandwidth of mobile devices, and small screen mobile
devices are acceptable for showing web services that are easy to read,
easy to navigate, and that provide timely information”. The information
provided by BSU’s research is a timely reminder that while library sites
often contain large amounts of information, librarians can still effectively
communicate their content in a mobile context [ 1, p. 313].

The aim of this paper is to explore the state of foreign experience in
the use of modern web technologies at medical libraries as well as the
current state of the information service in Ukrainian medical libraries
using Internet technologies.

The websites analysis of foreign medical libraries showed that they
use modern web technology extensively to improve the efficiency of
information services. In addition to the well-known and successfully
applied web technologies in Ukrainian libraries (virtual exhibitions, Web
guides and index, virtual reference and information service, etc.), foreign
libraries have been deeply involved in the use of more advanced Web 2.0
and Web 3.0 technology.

For users’ convenience, it makes sense to inform them about library
news, upcoming events, etc. To this effect some library use the RSS-
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feeds (Really Simple Syndication) — a special category of XML-format
for publishing frequently updated information like news, abstracts of
valuable publications and so on. Usually the information is presented in a
compact form, that is, it’s a ticker with links to the source page with the
full text. With the help of RSS-feed library is able to keep informed users
about the new accession to the collection and other library events.

To improve the efficiency of science communication, most of
websites contain catalogs (or indexes) of E-journals with a note about
online access to the full-text articles for a fee or free of charge. The full
text articles can be found mainly on the sites of aggregators of large
bibliographic databases, in most cases, these are: MEDLINE, PubMed,
Scopus, ScienceDirect, Springer, Elsevier, EBSCO.

The study of the websites of regional medical libraries and libraries of
medical universities of Ukrainian shows that they don’t use modern web
technologies enough: just 21 (52.5%) medical libraries have a website or
blog. Only 9 sites (22.5%) have a list of periodical publications with links
to full texts. The lists (or the table) include mainly Ukrainian journals and
journals from neighboring countries, 3 sites (7.5%) contain short lists of
foreign editions. In most cases information about medical journals on the
websites is limited only to titles. Journal lists at the scientific library site
of National Pharmacy University also contain information about journal
issues with the full-text articles on the Internet. The most complete
description of the journals is presented at the site of the scientific library
of Kharkiv National Medical University, where in addition to the lists of
national and foreign journals, the online catalog has specialized database
“e-Periodicals” with a complete description about edition, keywords,
abstracts, links.

Developing library mobile websites and improving them with amobile
version of the online public access catalog (OPAC) become increasingly
important for optimizing information provision of users. At any time or
place customers increasingly expect from the library comfortable access
to web resources and services, which was available not so long ago only
on the computer at the library.

Our study of websites of foreign medical libraries revealed a range
of resources and services available to users with mobile devices. The
content of the sites was viewed using a tablet computer based on Android
operating system.

Almost every mobile site contains information about working hours
of the library, address and a map (library hours, library location, hours
& locations and so forth). Besides, the libraries offer e-mail address and
phone number (contact us, ask a librarian, ask us, contacts). Mobile
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websites of medical libraries of McGill University (Canada) and The
University of Tennessee (USA) enable you to talk with the librarian by
chat in real time. Many modern libraries have accounts at different social
networks, so the mobile sites have links to Facebook, Twitter etc.

Medical libraries make lists (navigators) of mobile applications
(based on Android, iOS, BlackBerry, Windows, Palm), mobile sites,
databases with a mobile interface in Medicine and Health in order to
improve information provision of users. These lists are available at the
websites of the medical libraries of the University of Texas, the University
of Arkansas, the McGill University, the University of Florida and the
University of Tennessee.

It is important to note that the most advanced medical library
in creating mobile applications and websites for users is the United
State National Library (U.S. NLM) of Medicine, which produces 17
applications based on iOS (11), Android (4) BlackBerry (2). There are
applications such as: AIDSinfo HIV / AIDS Glossary (a powerful tool
that provides mobile access to over 850 pertinent HIV/AIDS glossary
terms in both English and Spanish), PubMedHandhelds (an app for
discovering relevant health information at the National Library of
Medicine. Journal abstracts, TBLs (“the bottom line” summaries) and full
text articles (requires subscription to journals) can be accessed anywhere
the Internet is available, users can save search results for reading later),
Turning The Pages (app allows users to touch and virtually turn the
pages of rare medical books and manuscripts from the collections of the
U.S. NLM), LactMed (database of drugs and dietary supplements that
may affect breastfeeding; all data are derived from the scientific literature
and fully referenced; summaries of the reported information are provided
and include links to other NLM databases), Health Hotlines (directory
of organizations with toll-free telephone numbers. It is derived from
DIRLINE, the National Library of Medicine’s Directory of Information
Resources Online. This database contains descriptions of almost 9,000
biomedical organizations and resources) and others. Also at the website
of U.S. NLM, some web-resources and web-services are optimized
for handheld devices (PubMed Mobile, MedlinePlus Mobile, Drug
Information Portal Mobile, Digital Collections and etc.).

Although there are many mobile versions of sites of medical libraries,
not all of them offer a search by the electronic catalog. This is due to the
fact that the library has to purchase a special mobile interface of catalog
from the supplier of automated library system, or library should develop
such catalog by its own efforts, but it requires experienced professionals.
Such optimized catalogs for mobile devices are at the site of medical
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libraries of the McGill University, the University of Tennessee, the
University of Florida.

Some libraries offer additional services at mobile websites: to renew
the use of library books (renew books), to book a study room (room
booking), to check free computers at the library (computer finder), to
watch video tours of the library on YouTube (Library tour). In order to
help users navigate in the exponentially growing information flow the
library created subject guides (library guides). Springshare company is
a supplier of a special platform for creating such guidelines “LibGuides”.
This software is usable because of its optimization for reading on mobile
devices.

The results of the study of foreign medical libraries’ mobile websites
have revealed the main components of their content: information about
library working hours, location, means of communication (phone, e-mail,
and chat), links to mobile databases (websites) and application, links
to accounts in social networks, online public access catalog, renewal
books, library news, checking free computers and rooms at the library.
Unfortunately, no Ukrainian medical library has optimized its website for
mobile devices. Studies of foreign medical libraries’ mobile websites will
enable to borrow the best ideas for the development and creating such
websites for Ukrainian libraries. First of all it is necessary to conduct a
survey of customers about the use of mobile devices, as well as to identify
their preferences.

Conclusions. Foreign experience of medical libraries should be
actively used when creating sites of national libraries which will enhance
the efficiency and quality of information services of health professionals
in the web-space.

The study of websites of Ukrainian medical libraries has shown an
insufficient practical use of modern web technologies. In particular, there
is no complete list of medical journals and information about them, while
foreign libraries present most complete catalogs of periodicals (there are
several thousand of publications) with functional search.

The growing popularity of mobile devices necessitates the develop-
ment of modern smartphones in order to optimize sites, services, and create
own mobile applications. This will enhance the efficiency and quality of in-
formation services of medical specialists in the web environment. Further
efforts along this line provide great opportunities for improving the quality
of services to medical libraries users. As the information revolution con-
tinues, libraries will experiment with mobile devices and services to sup-
port the information needs of their users wherever they may be.

NATIONAL QUALIFICATIONS FRAMEWORK

AT THE EUROPEAN HIGHER EDUCATIONAL SPACE:
INTERNATIONAL EXPERIENCE AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The main trends of development of National Qualifications Framework (NQF) and the
European Qualifications Framework (EQF) are considered and characterized. The
author has analyzed international educational experience, revealed tendencies of
the standards development in the field of higher education of some countries, which
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have mainly a national orientation. The elements of the content structure and main
purpose of EQF are considered, including examples from the EU states on the
implementation of the NQF at different stages. A particular attention is paid to the
importance for the Ukrainian educational system issues of the compliance with the
requirements of the European educational community.

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The aim of this paper is to characterize the basic tendencies of development of na-
tional and European qualifications frameworks based on an analysis of international
educational practice.

Research methodology is represented by system and information approaches,
and methods: document analysis and processing; operationalization of concepts;
comparative analysis; evaluation; generalizations.

Results. The trends in the development of standards in the field of education in dif-
ferent countries are observed. They are mainly national benchmarks based on the
traditions and national mentality; characterized by a weak academic mobility. There-
fore, the process of unification of education on the regional level will require long-
term stages. European Qualifications Framework (EQF) becomes a kind of tool for
conversion of national qualifications in easy to read format for national actors, elimi-
nates the national identity in the field of education, contributes to the compatibility
of professional qualifications. Framework for Qualifications of the European Higher
Education area can achieve many purposes, including: international transparency,
international recognition and international mobility of students and graduates.
Novelty. The main tendencies of the European and national qualifications frame-
works development based on an analysis of international educational practices are
identified; the possibility of their adaptation to the Ukrainian higher education is con-
sidered.

The practical significance. The material of this paper is useful for teachers,
scientists, post-graduate and doctoral students who work in the field of Ukrainian
educational system and its development in the context of the European educational
community.

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COURSE FRAMEWORK FEATURES FOR A BLENDED LEARNING
MODEL

The aim of this article is to analyze a possible course framework with blended learn-
ing methodology and give recommendations concerning the organization of its im-
plementation in the educational process.

Research methodology. Nine relevant publications on the subject (monographs,
scientific journal and newspaper articles) have been reviewed.

Results. As of today, a blended learning model is used in many European universi-
ties and is promising for Ukraine. From an organizational point of view, a station-
rotation model is the most suitable for Ukrainian universities, because it does not
require any changes in the curriculum and can be realized by making adjustments to
the educational programme of the course. E-learning, as a part of blended learning,
expands students’ abilities significantly.

The most perspective lines of the educational technologies and e-learning develop-
ment can be successfully used in the model of blended learning. One of the most
important features of the blended course framework is an active student. The train-
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ing in blended models consists of about 50% of independent work, and therefore, it
is the most suitable for senior students.

As part of the development of the blended course structure, one must have a good
education plan: the format of the educational materials presentation and evaluation
framework should be identified beforehand, and it should also be identified what
tasks will be performed online and what tasks will be performed in class.

Novelty. The author offers the forms of realization of the elements of the course
with a blended learning model in comparison with traditional and remote models and
gives recommendations for their introduction into the educational process.

The practical significance. Ukrainian teachers may find the information contained
in this article useful for the implementation of blended learning models without radi-
cal rejection of traditional teaching methods.

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The aim of this paper is to develop some recommendations for the use of technol-
ogy to study of the users’ behavior and improve educational sites usability.
Research methodology. Major publications on the subject have been reviewed.
The design of the educational site for the students at the Department of Document
Management and Information Activities has been mentioned as an example.
Results. It has been found that under the conditions of growing competition in the
educational services, educational institutions should focus not only on the content
of their sites, but also on the convenience of working with them. The methods of
evaluating and improving usability of the sites are well known, but they are mainly de-
veloped for commercial websites (online stores, business portals, etc.). The authors
have developed the classification of the usability methods and shown that for the
educational sites the most accessible and convenient methods are associated with
the users’ interview. The recommendations have made it possible to improve the
appearance and enhancing the educational sites usability: 1. To evaluate the effec-
tiveness of an educational site the methods associated with the behavioral analysis
should be used. 2. The technologies used to analyze the users’ behavior are Yandex,
Metrika and Google Analytics.

Novelty. An attempt is made in this paper to show importance of educational sites
usability and the methods that can be applied for the improvement of convenience
to work with them.

The practical significance. The methods and technologies discussed in the article
provide a means of improving the appearance and educational sites usability and
relatively improving its competitiveness.

THE INFORMATISATION OF PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

Modern transformations in the economic system of Ukraine, business development
and market structures, the need for efficient both overall information society and re-
gional levels. The computerization of and competent decisions accompanied by the
increasing demand for high-quality, accurate and current information, the satisfac-
tion of which is only possible on the basis of business processes is a logical step in
the evolution of the economic system of society. The need to evaluate the extent and
level of information is particularly important when information is treated as the most
important and rare resource factor, an element of the economic potential of regional
economic system which should be used effectively to achieve its goals.

Key words: information management, communication technologies, public admin-
istration.
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Introduction. The modern concept of endogenous factors of pro-
duction defines information as one of the key factors contributing to the
economic development at the national mesolevel. The effectiveness of a
particular economic system depends on the search engine, processing,
storage and use of information. This involves identifying and streamlin-
ing internal and external communications and relationships information
spaces of these systems while their complexity increase provides resis-
tance to coordinate their activities and the combination of systems of
higher and lower level. In the economic system with the undeveloped in-
formation space the number of weakly formalized problems of managerial
decisions significantly increases. Primarily, this is due to the inadequacy
of available data to diagnose the condition and dynamics of economic
subjects and objects, display and identification of trends and patterns of
development, the development of rational strategy and tactics of their
functioning in different economic systems.

Problem. It is necessary to consider the usage of a conceptual model
of regional information management at the given stage of social and eco-
nomic development.

The main material. In the new millennium the world has witnessed a
rapid development of new information and communication technologies,
an increasingly wide use for the various functions and needs. In Ukraine
and throughout the world there have been changes at the fundamental,
paradigmatic level. Our country has become open to the global informa-
tion space and in an open democratic society information limit becomes
transparent [5].

The development of Ukraine that provides high quality of life and
sustainable economic growth is objectively impossible without improving
information technologies, including provision of organic inclusion of every
member of society (in the course of their individual development) in the
development of society and state [4].

In particular, the rapid development of the market of information
technologies dictates the need for the development of methods of regula-
tion and formalization of information processes. Design and development
of information society in Ukraine is aimed at improving the quality of life
of citizens, Ukraine’s competitiveness, development of economic, social
and political, cultural and spiritual spheres of sociaty’s life, improvement
of public administration through the use of information and communica-
tion technologies [2].

The state policy in the sphere of information technologies is aimed
at the following key tasks: implementation of strategic priorities in the
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use of information technologies in state management; the formation of a
single mechanism for interagency coordination of national programs and
projects to create public information systems and resources in accordance
with the objectives of social and economic development; formation of a
common information technology infrastructure to support the activities
of public authorities; the practices of dissemination of individuals and
organizations to access public information concerning activities of public
authorities, relevant to government information resources, including the
Internet; organization of interactive information services to individuals
and organizations using modern information technologies; information
security activities of public authorities and elements of information tech-
nology infrastructure; the development of a single secure telecommuni-
cations infrastructure for public use, a system of certifying centers in the
field of electronic signature and electronic environment interaction which
provides an effective interagency of information exchange; development
of standards in the use of information technologies in the governmen-
tal bodies and state information systems, their integration and sharing
in the creation of common information space authorities; centralization
of government creating of common information resources (registers, in-
ventories, registers, classifiers) containing complete, consistent, accu-
rate, current information which are necessary to perform basic functions
of government, to ensure the availability of relevant data at the inter-
agency level, as well as individuals and organizations in accordance with
the requirements established by the legislation of Ukraine; the building
of a unified process control system of information technologies usage in
governmental bodies, effective interagency coordination of government
programs wich are implemented, and projects wich are consistent and co-
herent and their implementation according to the key priorities of social
and economic development; dissemination of state authorities practice
of long-term planning of government programs and projects using in-
formation technology, improving the management of their performance;
increasing volumes, unification and centralization of purchasing of the
same type of products in the field of information technologies for the ben-
efit of public authorities for extra savings; creating a unified system of
monitoring and controlling the efficient use of information technology in
government bodies; implementation of comprehensive training programs
and training of civil servants in the sphere of information technology, the
development of the necessary educational infrastructure and method-
ological support; improvement of legislative and other regulatory legal
framework in order to improve the efficiency of information technology
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in governmental bodies conserning international practice; intellectual
property protection, prevention of use of public authorities software that
does not have appropriate license support [1].

Conceptual modeling of regional information allows to present it
as a system the elements of which at any level of decomposition deter-
mine the state of informatization in the region. Layered structuring of
informatization as the object of management allows you to select, as the
first hierarchical level, strategic measures to ensure the information in
the region decomposition of which makes tactical measures the second
level — the major subsystems of a conceptual model of informatization
(information needs, information capacity and infrastructure). The ele-
ments of the third operational level of management determine the state
of the top-level subsystems. The status of all elements of the conceptual
model at some level of decomposition determines the level of information
of the region as a control object.

A single vector of the development of informatization in the region,
multiplication and accumulation of resources and tools, their effective
usage to solve problems of informatization, coordination of regional
policy of informatization can provide both institutional and social im-
pact. Organizational and management effect is to improve organizations
providing relevant information, developing interagency collaboration,
improving the quality of governance. The social effect is to provide public
access to accurate information, the development of interaction between
society and government, establishing the preconditions for the imple-
mentation of e-government services convenient for the public and busi-
ness [3].

Application of these approaches to regional information space makes
it possible to specify tools for the analysis of interactions developing bet-
ween economic entities of mesolevel and authorities. Information accu-
mulation and structuring as an endogenous factor occurs in the regional
cooperation with other factors, functions and structures in the develop-
ment of the economic system as a whole, its individual subsystems and
entities.

The evolutionary approach allows us to construct a system informa-
tion space of the region where each object serves as a model that reflects
the interaction of its subjects. The effectiveness of the region manage-
ment in this case will depend on the quality, scope and intensity of in-
formation exchange between the agents, resources and conditions of the
information flows spreading in this information space.

The improvement of the regional economic system will inevitably
be accompanied by a transition to a higher level of context-dependent
abstract understanding, identification and investigation of their informa-
tion structure. Resolving the problems of informatization in the region
requires understanding of new concepts of common information space
and information society. Fixation of new knowledge and its practical im-
plementation in the form of new cultural values, institutional structures
and high technologies requires a multi-dimensional information display
and presentation of the economic systems at the regional level, integra-
tion of information models which are causes by the development of a uni-
fied information system of the region management based on widespread
use of information technologies [6].

The improvement of information transparency for regional govern-
ments, the availability of appropriate information for individuals and or-
ganizations, as well as mechanisms of social control their activities are
necessary to provide by: national information resources and information
resources, that contain the information about the activities of public au-
thorities in the region, with the provision of access to individuals and
organizations, including the Internet; single navigation system on the
Internet via national information resources and information resources of
public authorities; infrastructure points of public access to information
about the activities of public authorities and public information resources;
accounting systems and processing of citizens’ requests for information
and monitoring their implementation; publication and dissemination of
information about the activities of public authorities; evidence of trans-
mission of information in electronic form, its accuracy and any action of
its changes in the course of interagency cooperation and interaction
authorities with citizens and organizations; mechanisms of training citi-
zens' rights training and opportunities of information technology in
cooperation with state authorities.

Conclusions. For modern informatization of regional management,
the public information policy should include the creation of an appro-
priate regulatory framework, determining the composition and powers of
the owners of IP, formation of necessary financial, economic and institu-
tional capacities and mechanisms.

It is in public interest of IP to form their modified versions con-
taining only open, interesting information for users. IP technologically
and organizationally have to be easily accessible to citizens, media and
independent business information services which use it to produce in-
formation products and services. The apparent lack of such information
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resources and lack of economic, legal and institutional mechanisms for
their formation are serious deficiencies in the national government infor-
mation resources.

It is obvious that information activities in Ukraine can no longer
continue to develop in isolation. It should be kept in mind that no
country including Ukraine can develop without a national information
infrastructure. We have to start an adequate program of modernization of
Ukrainian infrastructure as soon as possible. It is necessary to go beyond
the already familiar schemes of information activities and informatization
as only new approaches can provide effective results corresponding to
new realities.

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DOCUMENTATION CULTURE AS AN ELEMENT OF CORPORATIVE
CULTURE IN UKRAINIAN ENTERPRISES’ COMMERCIAL ACTIVITIES
The article deals with documentary culture as part of the corporate culture in
commercial activities; the main components of documentary culture are presented
inthe comparative analysis of the definition of «<documentary culture» and «corporate
culture».

Key words: documentation culture, corporative culture, commercial activity,
documentation securing.

World experience shows that successful development of commerce
depends on the competence of experts and is a result of common efforts
of science, business and state due to documentation provision of com-
mercial activities. Under modern conditions we can see a rather low level
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of corporative relationships, that is why documentation culture as an
element of corporative culture is an important non-material resource of
organization able to influence the effectiveness of Ukrainian commerce
activities.

Scientifically substantiated theoretic methodological aspects of
sectoral scientific discipline of documentationwere outlined in re-
search works of Ukrainian experts in documentation: S. G. Kuleshov,
M. S. Slobodianyk, L. Y. Filipova, V. V. Bezdrabko, Yu. I. Palekha and oth-
ers. Works by V. V. Zaitsev, E. A. Kapitonov, V. A. Kozlova, A. A. Fedorova
and others deals with corporate culture research.

The aim of the article is to analyse documentation culture as an ele-
ment of corporate culture and give recommendations for its improvement
in commercial activities.

The term “documentation culture” was defined together with
the terms “culture of work with documents” (N. I. Goncharova), “cul-
ture of record keeping” (Yu. I. Palekha), “culture of documentation”
(L. L. Skibitska), etc., but the term “documentation culture” itself was
not chosen as an object of scientific analysis from the position of sectoral
and common scientific discipline of documentation.

The essence of corporative and documentation cultures is based upon
the term "culture”. The dictionary defines the word “culture (lat. cul-
tura — processing) as a socially progressive, creative activity of mankind
in all spheres of existence and consciousness”.

Here is a commonly used definition of these terms. “Corporate cul-
ture is the system of general values and conceptions, socially progressive
formal and informal rules and norms of activity, customs and traditions
shared by organization members who manage personnel behavior and
structures of organizations, systems of management, process of work
which facilitates the organizations uniting as a single whole under condi-
tions of private property, market relations, etc. As a system of symbols,
corporative mechanisms, motivators, examples of actions, ways of think-
ing, it determines general direction and ranked character of corporative
relationships of all participants of corporation-community’s activity.”

It is necessary to pay attention to interrelation of documentation and
corporative cultures because documentation culture is an element of cor-
porative culture. According to V. V. Zaitsev, “Documentation culture is
a particular element of corporate culture. It is the system of formal and
informal rules and norms of activities, mechanisms, motivators, exam-
ples of actions and ways of thinking, accepted by an organization in its
work with information irrespective of its kind and form of presentation.
Considering the document as an integral evidential informational object,
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documentation culture becomes a synonym of organization’s attitude to

information”.

V. V. Zaitsev states that documentation culture of organization is
an element of general corporate culture, concerning all aspects of work,
management and attitude to documentation in an enterprise.

V. A. Kozlov modifies the notion “documentation culture”. He sug-
gests to interpret it as a system of the most general and stable values,
conceptions, purposes, principles and behavior rules shared by the orga-
nization contributing to an effective adaptation of organization to the
environment, setting up stable and favorable external relations serving as
an effective mechanism of internal processes integration.

Thus, documentation culture is defined as an element of corporative
culture and attitude of organization to information.

Proper management of corporative culture potential has good
chances to turn it into competitive advantage of commercial organiza-
tions, strengthen their positions in the market.

Besides, the notion of corporate culture has the following aspects:

— it allows to understand the processes of intercultural communication
taking place between representatives of different subcultures and
professional groups in an enterprise;

— it allows to identify the influence of new technologies on the orga-
nization, effectively organize the processes of staff training, develop-
ment and changes.

The following issue are connected with the formation of corporative
culture:

— forming the organization as a community of people and their inter-
individual relationships;

— increasing interest in and motivation for an effective work by de-
veloping different forms of employees “cooperation” in the manage-
ment and production processes;

— giving to production subunits relative local independence;

— emergence of the new type organization a team sharing the behavior
code of its members;

— improving the activity potential of employees and their social mo-
bility, thus securing market success;

— forming corporate commercial identity for recognizing, creating a
stable, controlled corporate image of the branch, its personnel, work-
ing operations and production brand in people’s consciousness.
Therefore, corporative culture is an inner “atmosphere” of organiza-

tion, which creates and controls the forms of employee’s behavior, be-

comes a means of identification and organization as a whole, i. e. it is or-
ganization’s image.
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Thus, the working space, the “living environment” of an employee is
determined by corporative culture of organization; it develops the work-
ing style characteristic of the organization as a whole. It is necessary to
emphasize the mutual influence of corporative culture, its users and the
system of organization’s documentation management.

Documentation culture is a continuation of corporative culture, the
criterion of success of organization as an informational system.

It can be concluded that documentation culture is a complex of in-
terrelated steps, methods and means for working with documents, which
secures the creation and further functioning of modern document — in-
formation technologies and a rational construction of record keeping ser-
vices to conduct documentation management.

In fig. 1 we can see the system of interconnection of documentation
culture elements which include: culture of documents creation, culture
of document organization, information technology culture, culture of or-
ganization and record keeping department management, corporative and
informational cultures.

The main elements of documentation culture are:

- culture of documents creation;

— culture of organization the work with documents;

— information technology culture;

— culture of organization and record keeping department manage-
ment.

Documentation culture is a complex of knowledge and skills for time-
ly and perfect creating and designing of management documents.

The culture of work with documents in an organization is a complex
of effective means, forms and methods of doing work connected with pro-
cessing and movement of documents, and taking them to archives.
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The integral system of documentation movement management is a
universal indicator of the culture level in document circulation. Creation
and implementation of electronic chancery and archives facilitate the
culture of document circulation in a commercial enterprise.

The following element of documentation culture is information tech-
nology culture which is supposed to use innovation technologies and
means of organizational techniques for creating, searching, receiving,
registering, storing I'T products.

The culture of organization and management of records keeping ex-
plains the idea that documentation at an enterprise is in constant circula-
tion that is why there is a efficient system of performing all the consecu-
tive operations with documentation.

The functioning of documentation culture depends on many factors:
— level of general cultural development of the country which deter-

mines the culture construction of definite management system and

its subjects;

— condition of legislative regulation of document provision;

— development level of a certain management object including its com-
petitiveness, ability to influence the general system of management;

— system of adaptation to environment and processes of inner integra-
tion;

— legal and cultural order in the organization, level of informatization,
general, national and branch norms, standards and concrete schemes
of document movement which secure the programmed level of its
management;

— programs of estimating of personnel work efficiency through the re-
cord keeping culture, performing management communications and
system of management decisions relating to the technology of docu-
mentation creation (fig. 2).

Among the ways of record keeping improvement in commercial en-
terprises, it is necessary to pay attention to the following elements: logo
“face of an enterprise”, its image carrying an encoded documentary infor-
mation about the kind and professional sphere of activity; print, forms,
envelopes, business cards, clothes, accessories, i. e. the style united by
functioning of the enterprise brand-book, allowing consumers identify
commercial enterprise and its production.

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The following way is increasing the culture level of work with docu-
ments organization. Take, for instance, Microsoft Outlook — e-mail client,
organizer with functions of a calendar, journal, making notes and contact
manager. Besides, it makes it possible to trace the work with Microsoft
Office documents with the aim of creating a working day journal.

Unfortunately the majority of commercial sector employees cannot
use this program, they don’t use its potentials, which is why they should
increase their level of computer literacy.

The employees should be able to professionally build and design
branch documentation, less time spent on document design will contrib-
ute to introducing unified document forms, which will characterize their
culture of documents creation.

The universal factors of documents circulation culture are the fol-
lowing: creating integral system of documentation flow management, in-
creasing the level of documents circulation culture. They will contribute
to the creation and introduction of electronic offices and archives.

Conclusions. Documentation culture is defined as an element of
corporative culture and determined by the organization’s attitude to
information. It depends on the quality and efficiency of working with
documents, good organization of document searching, storing, and per-
fect work of record keeping service, i. e. on all elements of documentation
provision system of commercial activity.

Documentation culture of commercial enterprises needs improve-
ment, namely increasing computer literacy of employees, high level of
work with documents, wide use of logos, corporate style as elements of
brand-book of commercial enterprises, etc.

Further research can deal with developing a concept of sectoral
documentation culture, which could serve as a basis for creating docu-
ment and information innovations, the ways of solving problems in com-
mercial activities, etc.

The aim of this article is to disclose the essence and the role of a professional com-
ponent in legal culture formation in the field of TV journalism.

Research methodology. System and structurally functional methods have been
applied.

Results. The author highlights the problem of the legal culture formation of the future
TV journalists in the context of market relations with due regard to their future profes-
sional work. The system of formation of legal culture of future experts by means of
educational activities in higher educational establishments is analyzed. The author
emphasizes the legal culture cannot be created only by means of educational and
information activities. Ensuring the corresponding moral and psychological climate
in creative teams is very important in the course of formation of sense of justice and
legal behavior of TV journalists.

Novelty. Legal culture formation of future experts in the field of TV journalism is ana-
lyzed for the first time as a system process which has both internal and external fac-
tors of development.

The practical significance. The author’s conclusions can be used for the improve-
ment of legal culture formation of the future TV reporters in higher educational es-
tablishments.

The aim of the article is to investigate the factors of influence on the formation of
youth spirituality, as well as the best options and mechanisms for the spiritual educa-
tion of young people via television.

Research Methodology. To analyze this problem the author applies the following
methods: the historical method was used to understand the historical and philo-
sophical aspects of spirituality and evaluation of public policy regarding the formation
of the spiritual needs of young people; the conceptual method and structural analy-
sis were used in the clarification of themes and genre of different TV programmes;
the statistical method was used to analyze the interest of young people in the tele-
cast; the content analysis and descriptive and systematic methods of synthesis were
used to assess the semantic content of television programmes.

SCHOOL PRESS AS A CORPORATE MASS MEDIUM

The aim of the article is to submit a typology of adolescent magazines and identify
peculiarities of school press as a form of corporate medium. The object of this paper
is school periodicals.

Research methodology. The thematic and typological peculiarities of school peri-
odicals have been examined. The stages of editorial preparation of a school periodi-
cal have been distinguished.
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Results. It has been determined that the most important feature of school press is
its functioning on the principle of “children for children”, which enables to observe
the life of a modern teenager. School newspapers, as a rule, explore themes of life of
a school, relationships with friends. School press is similar to a corporate medium,
as itis aimed at the specific readership. Such communication helps create a positive
image of an institution, support corporate spirit. Working on the school periodicals
can be sought by both students and teachers as well as by the head of a journalist
group. The next step is gathering the team that will prepare material for publica-
tion. For proper accomplishment of the editorial work an editor should be assigned
that would take responsibility for the final look of the publication, the work of all the
members of the publishing process. After forming the editorial staff, the concept
of the medium itself should be developed and adopted. The editorial office should
embody the planning issues that will be released the following month, in six months,
in avyear.

Novelty. An attempt is made in this article to identify school press as a corporate
medium and examine its peculiarities.

The practical significance. The results of the study will be useful for further re-
search of school press as a kind of corporate medium.

YEVHEN SVERSTIUK AS A “STRONG” AUTHOR OF HIS
JOURNALISTIC TEXTS IN THE CONTEXT OF H. BLOOM’S THEORY

The article studies the media personality of the Ukrainian journalist and dissident, a
man of the sixties, Yevhen Sverstiuk, using his life and creative work as an example,
also his role as an author of communication messages — his journalistic works.

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YEVHEN SVERSTIUK AS A “STRONG” AUTHOR OF HIS
JOURNALISTIC TEXTS IN THE CONTEXT OF H. BLOOM’S THEORY

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The aim of this paper is to explore the role of a journalist as an author of his media
communication messages using Ye. Sverstiuk’s life and career as an example.
Research methodology. A large amount of the journalistic texts of the media per-
sonality Ye. Sverstiuk have been analyzed. The author’s interviews with Ye. Sverstiuk
have been used. H. Lasswell’s communication model and H. Bloom’s theory of a
“strong” author have been researched in context of Ye. Sverstiuk’s works.

Results. It has been found out that the role of an author of media communication
messages could be described with H. Lasswell’s question “Who says?” (according to
his model of social communication) and H. Bloom’s theory of a “strong” author. It has
been researched that Ye. Sverstiuk’s media personality dominated in his journalistic
texts. It was not separate from his texts. There is no “literariness” in Ye. Sverstiuk’s
works, but there is his life’s emanation. The journalist was not famous among or-
dinary citizens and his journalistic texts were not published in top-rated periodical
issues. But he was interviewed by quality and even popular mass media in terms
of contemporary social, political, religious and cultural problems in Ukraine. So it is
possible to say about his media presence. Ye. Sverstiuk was not a newsmaker, but he
was a great analyst with journalistic qualities. It has been researched that Ye. Sver-
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stiuk as a media personality was the moral authority for the society.

Novelty. An attempt is made in this paper to show the role of the journalist Ye. Sver-
stiuk as a “strong” author according to H. Bloom’s terminology.

The practical significance. Studying Ye. Sverstiuk’s media personality and his
journalistic works will help in further research of different focus areas of social com-
munication (especially, in the context of today’s dephilologization of journalism) and
also to find the reasons and solutions of modern problems in the society.

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THE HISTORY OF DEVELOPMENT OF CHINA FILM ARCHIVE

Yi Jia, postgraduate student, Kharkiv State Academy of Culture, Lecturer, Xingyi

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The aim of this paper is to explore the main stages of the activities of the China Film
Archive (CFA) in the context of development of cinema and archives of the PRC.
Research methodology. To recreate the history of the emergence and develop-
ment of CFA historical and genetic approach was used. The collection of factual
material was carried out using the analysis of published sources and Internet re-
sources.

Results. The official opening ceremony of the CFA took place in August 1958. It
was promoted by international contacts between representatives of the PRC and the
International Federation of Film Archives (FIAF) as well as film archives of other coun-
tries, all of which began in 1955. The main tasks of CFA were defined as collection
of Chinese and foreign filmmakers’ works, as well as printed materials and artefacts
related to cinematography (scripts, costume sketches, and others), ensuring appro-
priate conditions of storage and promoting cinematographic heritage by organizing
exhibitions and screenings, international exchange. In 1980 CFA became a member
of the FIAF. In 1984, the CFA has teamed up with the Institute of Film Art and Litera-
ture. On the basis of these two institutions the research center of the Chinese film
“China Film Archive” was then established. It currently performs archival, research-
ing and educational functions.

Novelty. This paper is the first publication in the post-Soviet area which summarizes
and outlines the history and development of the CFA.

Practical significance. The history and development of the CFA will enrich the view
of experts in the field of archives and history of cinema on the processes associated
with collection, storage and promotion of film documents as part of the world docu-
mentary memory.

APPLICATION OF GAME MODELS IN THE RESISTANCE TO CHANGE
ANALYSIS
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The article aims to identify effective ways of forming quantitative indicators of resis-
tance to change analysis for a successful implementation in organizations in terms
of effective planning and control.

The research methodology. The force of resistance to change is seen as a com-
bination of two aspects:

the accepting or rejecting changes;

explicit or implicit attitude towards changes.

Employees of the organization with a certain degree of subjectivity are correlated
with one of the four quadrants of the matrix “change-resistance” depending on the
current operation results and abilities. The formal analysis of the matrix provides nu-
merical coefficients that reflect the risk of resistance to change situation.

Results. The coefficients of negative attitude to changes as well as the coefficients
of loyalty and awareness are identified. The loyalty factor is the general desire of
employees to perform their tasks of organizational changes, and the coefficient of
awareness is the state of communication channels of the organization.

The novelty. Since there is a conflict between changes and resistance, an attempt
has been made to model its ultimate zero-sum game. As the result of the game-
theoretic model such quantitative results can be solved: specific instructions on the
optimal behavior of the members of conflict, the average utility. If the utility function
only captures the basic essence of the conflict, we obtain qualitative results: a gen-
eral guide to action, an estimate of the average utility.

Practical significance. The behavior of the elements of resistance to change sys-
tem depends on different spontaneous processes and the uncertainty of the actions
of an element can influence the effectiveness of decisions. This explains the sense
of development of game-theoretic models.

The aim of this paper is to explore the tendencies that affect the structure of de-
mand and the optimal way of interaction between the system of specialists training at
the higher educational establishments and the labour market to eliminate the disparity
of supply and demand of labour force; to determine the list of professions and the
time of studying necessary for the Ukrainian economics.

Research methodology. The publications of Ukrainian and foreign authors on the
subject of future specialists training under the conditions of state regulation of econ-
omy have been reviewed.

Results. It has been revealed that for the effective implementation of innovative
strategies in Ukraine it is required: to increase the volume and improve the seman-
tic quality of qualified specialists training by higher educational establishments ; to
increase the availability and the quality of higher education by implementation of
market mechanisms for education; to improve and optimize the meaningful com-
ponent of higher education (i.e. to increase the teaching of natural sciences and
mathematics in the structure of the educational process, to update the correspond-
ing educational and methodological basis, implement the fiscal stimulus of these
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areas); to implement the system of planning and regulation of supply and demand
in the labour market.

Novelty. An attempt is made to combine the directorial policy and public funding of
higher education establishments with the market system.

The practical significance. The information contained in this article may be use-
ful for public authorities and higher education staff to put the suggested model into
practice.

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PRECARIAT AS ANOMIC CLASS
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The aim of this paper is to explore the state of the social group of employees in a dis-
ruption of labor relations as well as the transformation drifts of its members’ behavior
to overcome the anomie crisis.

Research Methodology. Eight major publications on the subject (review reports,
scientific journals and newspaper articles) have been reviewed. Theoretical ele-
ments of classical sociology by R. Merton and the results of the current research by
G. Standing have been drawn.

Results. It has been found that the phenomenon of precarization covers all social
strata and groups of society. The most marked is the class of wage earners. The vari-
ants of the activities of this social group in a disruption of labor relations have been
considered. Using this group as an example, the correspondence of the highlighted
options to modes of behavior has been identified according to the classification of
R. Merton. There is a strong tendency to certain modes of behavior in such countries
as the former Soviet republics as well as countries of the Western Europe. Ukraine
is characterized by migration and the diversity of forms of labor relations. More re-
searchis needed to investigate development processes of new rules and regulations
of labor relations as well as constant monitoring of the status of this social group.
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Novelty. An attempt is made in this paper to characterize the social group of em-
ployees as an anomic class indicating areas of additional research on an interna-
tional scale.

The practical significance. Researchers in the field of sociology of labor and social
psychology can find approaches to study the values and value orientations under the
conditions of crisis in modern society.

THE GREATER SENSE OF INVOLVEMENT — LITERARY FESTIVALS
AND CULTURAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP

Innovative projects of a cultural nature provide value for those who organize and
participate in them. However, for the politician in charge of the culture file, such
projects gain value only when they deliver economic or social impact. Turning culture
and art into an economic instrument is not a new idea in the politics of culture. The
entrepreneur, the arts manager, and the administrator of cultural institutions become
key figures when the cultural sector is professionalized and made into an economic
engine.

Key words: Literary festivals, entrepreneuring, skillful practitioner, valuation.
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The entrepreneur and the use of culture as an instrument.

In this paper, entrepreneurship in general and cultural entrepreneur-
ship in particular play a central role. I use entrepreneurship as a theoreti-
cal framework for examining two projects in which literature, books, and
reading are the subject. That said, I expect readers will anticipate a look
at the projects’ contribution to the generation of economic value; that is
a matter for the economists.

My presupposition or a priori prejudices are likely based on the fact
that entrepreneurship as a concept combines business, innovation, and
economic progress in a fixation on economic value: Human interaction
and action appear worthwhile only when their economic value has be-
come clear. "Everything appears to revolve around the so-called values
of profit, wealth, income, economic growth or, more simply, money”
(Klamer 2003). In the United States, entrepreneurship and small busi-
ness research are topics associated with David Birch and his "gazelle
theory” for high-growth small firms (Aronsson 2004). In the German
language, entrepreneurship is equated to "foundation research” or "foun-
dation management” (Achleitner et al. 2005). The Dutch Secretary of
Culture views cultural entrepreneurship as a skill combining knowledge
about and understanding of art and creativity with the ability to foster
business acumen on the part of artists (Klamer 2011).

The economic measuring stick applied to culture and to cultural pol-
icy can be illustrated by three examples.

Shorthose (2004) describes the development of cultural policy dur-
ing the Thatcher and Blair tenures as a "shift towards a commercial
agenda ... accompanied by policy changes in public organisations ... from
policies that emphasise the support of the arts as a public good to those
concerned with ‘value for money”. In Germany, discussion has intensi-
fied during the last decade as to how to strike the appropriate balance
between government, markets, and civil society. The anti-government
faction is less dominant in Germany’s cultural policy ranks than it is in
those of the UK.

Subsequent to the publication of the “Culture in Germany” report
by a parliamentary commission (Bundestag 2008), the concept of gover-
nance became prominent as a tool in cultural policies. The ensuing debate
focused on finding an answer to the question ‘how do we define a cultural
policy that generates activity?’. Knoblich (2008) argues for reducing the
influence of the marketplace and placing a greater emphasis on social and
cultural democracy in cultural policy. On the other hand, public policy
for culture is criticized for being insufficiently flexible and for lacking
in social sensitivity (Mandel 2007, Mandel 2013, Fohl 2012). It favors
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existing established groups; it is non-inclusive; and it is incapable of de-
tecting new trends and age group related shifts in cultural requirements.
An alternative cultural policy is suggested — not one characterized by
a greater degree of democracy but rather one characterized by profes-
sionalization. The fact that "the management of the fine arts takes place
within a broader context of cultural policy and administration” (Dewey
2004) leads to greater complexity in cultural policy and to an expanded
file of projects for the ‘culture manager’. If the current cultural policy is
regarded as rigid, paternalistic, and elitist ... then art and culture are ex-
pected to be emancipated once the professional managers take the reins.

In Denmark, a similar trend and the related critical discussion can
be seen. Since the 1980s, the culture-as-economic-instrument notion has
been promoted with the slogan "culture pays”. One prominent goal of
cultural policy has been and still is to deliver a contribution to economic
growth in the creative occupations and in cultural life through coordi-
nated political initiatives. Such political initiatives (in 2007 and in 2013)
were intended to strengthen the cultural economy and the experience
economy of Denmark by removing structural barriers. It is noteworthy
that the Ministry of Culture and the Ministry of Business and Growth are
sharing the file. The intent is to enhance the exploitation of Denmark’s
business and professional potential and the residents’ creative competen-
cies. Innovative and entrepreneurial skills, especially in small enterprises,
are to be developed through research and learning; barriers to growth
are to be removed; and the creative occupations are to be nurtured for
growth (Erhvervs- og Vakstministeriet 2012/13). Danish cultural econo-
mist Bille Hansen has pointed to certain erroneous conclusions behind
the "culture pays” slogan. Her main objection is that no attention is being
paid to whether growth in the cultural sector produces overall societal
improvement (Bille 2012).

The instrumentalization of culture and art is not a new concept
within cultural policy (Skot-Hansen & Elbeshausen 2007). The article
"Convergence in British Cultural Policy” illustrates how deeply politi-
cians desire to use art and culture for extrinsic purposes. Stevenson et al.
(2010) however reach the conclusion that the complexity of the cultural
sector is the best protection against politicians’ and managers’ strategic
calculations. Culture remains unmanageable. The "fixation on economic
values, practical as it may be, does not make a great deal of sense” (Klamer
2003). With all this in mind, T attempt to liberate the entrepreneur — es-
pecially the social and cultural entrepreneur — from the role and task
of orchestrating economic logic in cultural projects. Using two specific
events, I illustrate "how entrepreneurs contribute to reconfiguring the
practices of their society” (Spinosa, Flores & Dreyfus 1997).
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Project based studies as investigational method

The analytical strategy used in the work described below is the proj-
ect based study. The concept of the project based study provides greater
precision to what is usually thought of as case studies. Case studies pro-
duce context based and practical knowledge through a thorough analy-
sis of individual instances of a certain group of phenomena. Case studies
have been criticized for their dependence on context and for not afford-
ing the ability to generalize. Flyvbjerg (2006) refutes the criticism by
referring to Kuhn. According to Kuhn, case studies have an important
function as generators of insight. ”A discipline without a large number of
thoroughly executed case studies is a discipline without systematic pro-
duction of exemplars.”

The fact that project based study appears to be a more suitable des-
ignation for the present case study is a result of the fact that two projects
are being analyzed. Typically, a project is defined as a standalone and time
limited activity spanning several subject domains and requiring a spe-
cific organizational model. Copenhagen Reads and Berlin Language and
Reading Week are wide ranging projects involving interested parties and
active participants who offer knowledge, experience, and skills from such
domains as literature, art, science, and music. The organizational model
resembles festivals or events. The projects engage and activate partici-
pants and provide instructional value, but above all they are focused on
effecting change. That is why it is natural to extend the project model by
adding an extra dimension. The concept of dialogic projection into the
future derives from the Russian philosopher Bakhtin. Bakhtin interprets
a project to mean an assigned task and an activity that creates its own
significance in a forward looking process. A project is shared being and
co-production (Holquist 1990).

The purpose of the present study is to examine two innovative proj-
ects aimed at urban residents from the point of view of their driving
forces, their intent, and their interrelationships between cultural and
social practice. The framework for the projects is provided by the hetero-
geneous goals of late modern cultural policy, goals supported by pillars of
cultural, social, or economic values. The analysis is based on the concept
of entrepreneurship, though not as a contribution to cultural or social
incubation. Rather, T am looking more closely at the concept of entrepre-
neuring (Young 2013) understood as the opportunity to establish future
oriented and change agent focused practice and to create social environ-
ments through cultural creativity and instruction. Hence a supplemental
purpose for the analysis is to discuss and — if possible — further define the
concept of cultural and social entrepreneurship.
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The openness, future orientation, and multifaceted aspects of the
projects make a project based study a suitable method, especially for
the purpose of examining entrepreneurial concepts such as effectuation.
Sarasvathy (2008) defines effectuation as "a logic of non-predictive con-
trol to construct the so-called opportunity ...”. The concept of effectua-
tion is distinguished from the approach of neoclassical or Schumpeterian
entrepreneurs who exploit specific opportunities by controlling markets
and predicting future developments. Non-predictive control opens the
door to contingent processes, that is to say understanding and exploiting
the opportunities those processes bring.

That said, there is a difference between non-predictive control and
the deliberate rejection of control characteristic of social experiments,
transformative learning, or creative innovation. The entrepreneur’s abil-
ity to act, his or her agentic quality, appears not only in the ability to
master non-predictive control but also in the ability to co-create social
environments, get involved in productive social relationships, and let
the diversity of opinion flourish in the inclusiveness of dialogue. Bakhtin
views diversifying energies as the driving force for open and non-hierar-
chical social and cultural transformations. I base my analysis of the above
mentioned projects on this non-predictive and dialogic perspective.

With respect to Copenhagen Reads, data collection derived from
qualitative sources such as observation, interviews, and conversations,
and from interpretation of documentation. A list of such sources is pro-
vided in Elbeshausen (2009, 2011). As for the Berlin Language and
Reading Week, the analysis is based on publicly available information
objects including video clips, interviews, reports, statistical data, and ar-
ticles in scientific publications.

Theoretical perspectives

Traditionally, entrepreneurship is considered to belong within the
domain of economics. However, economists and non-economists alike
have contributed to the development of the theory. By now, entrepre-
neurship is regarded as a cross-disciplinary field to which many scientific
disciplines contribute (Bjerke 2007).

When other domains over and above economics are included in entre-
preneurship related discourse, the most frequent purpose is to emphasize
the economic or social potential within culture. It is a prominent argu-
ment that the entrepreneur’s strategic skill and innovative competencies
will liberate the potential of culture — to the benefit of society and its
institutions, art itself, and the individual artist and resident. A hierarchy
of values is quickly established in which external or secondary values are
attributed to culture:
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— culture and art as "an instrument to affect economic development”
(Klamer 2002);

— culture and art as an aid in achieving “a number of social policy objec-
tives” (Stevenson et al. 2010);

— culture and art as a self-emancipatory project alleviating — through
effective cultural managers — the most extreme distortions in gov-
ernment cultural policy (Mandel 2013).

In effect, culture is seen as an economic, social, or cultural-policy in-
strument. In the present context, culture is regarded as being subject to
an economic, social, or cultural-policy rationale. Instrumentalist think-
ing is often followed by an orientation toward outcomes — the number of
new jobs in the cultural industries, greater societal cohesiveness, or an in-
crease in the number of young people visiting museums or libraries. Such
goals are worthy, of course. Social cohesion, meaningful employment, and
an egalitarian policy for culture are important — but must innovative cul-
tural and social projects be justified by secondary objectives?

Given that the two projects discussed here belong in the third sec-
tor, civil society, it is tempting to describe, from the perspective of the
methodology of entrepreneurship, whether and how much the projects
contributed to economic value creation. Rather than considering the
secondary objectives, I focus on the skillful practitioner and character-
ize the entrepreneur as a skillful practitioner from the vantage point of
a general, social, and cultural view of entrepreneurship. Spinosa, Flores,
and Dreyfus (SFD) were the first to describe such a view in "Disclosing
New Worlds” in 1997.

SFD empbhasize the role of the entrepreneur as a cultural seismogra-
pher and creator of language and opinion. SFD see the entrepreneur as
offering not specific economic contributions but rather general attributes
such as decisiveness, proactivity, and engagement — attributes entrepre-
neurs have in common with virtuous citizens or cultural personalities.
According to SFD, their shared activity is to disclose new worlds or to
make history. As is probably clear, the book and the authors’ thinking
reflect the pathos and ideological thrust of the time.

The entrepreneur as skillful practitioner possesses a heightened sen-
sitivity. "Skillful comportment responds to solicitations in the environ-
ment. That receptivity is what makes skillful behavior as nuanced and
flexible as it is. Skilled practitioners respond appropriately to small per-
turbations that rule-followers miss” (SFD 179). Entrepreneurship is lib-
erated from the strategic rationality of the economy and from the world
of management and is brought into the realm of real life. An entrepre-
neur’s attitude and ability to act are characterized by "holding on to an
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anomaly, making it appear in various parts of one’s life so that its truth
comes out, and seeing how others respond to it” (SFD 67). The skillful
practitioner is not a detached observer nor a postmodern who, at home
in multiple worlds, is engaged in multiple projects and acts out differ-
ent identities. Skillfulness is acquired in on-going activity, and it requires
practice and captivation. Entrepreneurs are called upon to “contribute to
reconfiguring the practices of their society.” (SFD 68).

A common definition of social entrepreneurship is to "catalyze social
transformations well beyond solutions to the initial problems” (Alvord
et al. 2004) and thus to stimulate long term change in social systems.
Dennis Young, one of the pioneers in social entrepreneurship, echoes the
interest of SFD in entrepreneurial skills.

Young’s book If not for profit, For What? was published in 1983 and
reissued in 2013. As SFD are, Young is interested in mapping the motiva-
tion and driving force behind the actions of the entrepreneur. As it is in
the view of SFD, entrepreneurship is seen by Young as a universal process
present in all sectors and industries — at least in Western societies. His
systematic and differentiated description of the entrepreneur’s generic
tasks is a necessary supplement to the focus of SEFD on the ontological
skill of disclosing new worlds.

As Young sees it, the entrepreneur remains within the universe of eco-
nomics. His theory is developed from a point of departure in Schumpeter’s
concept of the entrepreneur. Schumpeter distinguishes between the capi-
talist and the entrepreneur; the entrepreneur’s creativity and decisive-
ness produce innovative solutions for enterprises and organizations. In
Young’s three-sector theory, the non-profit sector and civil society are
essential for society’s institutional development and social transforma-
tion. Dissatisfaction with existing rules or structural limitations spurs
the entrepreneur’s energy and action.

The driving force and energy of social entrepreneurship are not ex-
plained by a desire for profit but rather by the reach for new legislation
or by the struggle for a just society. Among Young’s archetypes, the artist,
the believer, and the searcher are most closely analogous to the energies
shown in the subject projects: creativity, commitment, recognition, and a
clearer sense of identity.

From the vantage point of cultural economics, one might claim as
does Klamer (2003) that the concept of value is not limited to the domain
of economics. Assessing and valuating are an integral part of human life. A
concept of value based on economics is insufficient when entrepreneurial
practice is viewed from within an individual’s life context. Social and cul-
tural values constitute the good life and a democratic society. That is not
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to argue against economic values and the market but rather against the
dominant role neoliberalism gave them. Klamer (2011) indicates that the
cultural entrepreneur possesses characteristics we recognize from SFD
and Young. "The artistic content is their passion and commitment; every-
thing else, including the economics, is subsidiary. They are prudent and
exhibit courage, hope, and faith in their actions.” Klamer defines the cul-
tural entrepreneur this way: “Cultural entrepreneurs are cultural because
they are about the cultural. Being focused on the (cultural) content, be-
ing about the art itself and the creative process is a moral attribute of the
cultural entrepreneur. The economics has to be an instrument for them in
order to realize cultural values.” (Klamer 2011, p. 154).

Literary festivals

Europe’s large cities feature a multitude of reading festivals, book re-
lated events, writing workshops, and author readings. In Copenhagen,
interested participants recently had the opportunity to attend at least
three events: The Royal Library’s International Authors on the Stage,
The Copenhagen International Literary Festival, and the less academic
Copenhagen Reads.

In the case of Berlin, a literature related event occurs approximately
once aweek year round. International events such as "Berlin International
Literature Festival” are staged along with regional arrangements like
"Berlin Story Days” or local activities like “Tempelhof Reads” or “Book
Night in Moabit”. In other words, cities brand themselves through cul-
ture, books, and reading.

The two festivals examined here were selected due to their special
programs. Berlin Language and Reading Week provides for the city’s var-
ious age groups, cultures, and speakers of many languages to find common
ground in experiencing the richness and depth of reading. Copenhagen
Reads features literature in environments not usually associated with
reading. While the two festivals aim to empower participants and tar-
get all residents, they are different in terms of organizational structure,
breadth of reach, and secondary objectives. The analysis focuses on the
skilled practitioner and on the entrepreneurial spirit of the two festivals.

Berlin Language and Reading Week

September 2012 saw the event spread all over Berlin as a cultural
mega-event focusing on language, literature, and reading. For one week,
young people, adults, and seniors got together to read, tell and listen to
stories in public, write poems and fairy tales, sing and act, attend interest-
ing and entertaining instructional lectures — and party. The first Berlin
Language and Reading Week was well received; the media praised it as a
successful and progressive cultural event. The week was all about creat-
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ing and designing spaces for language and speech, reading and writing,
and culture and education to flourish. An impressive program offered
about 1,000 different events in 2012. Language Week became a model for
the experience of culture, for social inclusiveness, and for literary creativ-
ity. Other large cities have emulated the model.

The Berlin Language and Reading Week event was originally named
the Neukélln Language and Reading Week in a 2006 local project in
Neukélln. Along with Wedding and Tiergarten, Neukdlln is among the
Berlin districts in which the proportion of immigrants is high and in
which unemployment, economic privation, and child poverty are more
prevalent than in the rest of the city. A 2008 report (Kurzbericht) stresses
that an educational strategy encompassing preschool through vocational
school is essential. Tt is suggested that model schools, attractive to all
resident groups, be established to counteract the existing tendency for
schools to segregate students. The Neukolln Language and Reading Week
was a spontaneous reaction to social and cultural poverty: Something
must be done. The documents covering the 2006 (Dokumentation 2006)
event reflect such goals: We must stage a week in which everything re-
volves around language and reading, in which Neukdlln's linguistic diver-
sity is seen as a positive feature, in which the desire to read is stimulated,
and in which the hesitation to use books is reduced.

The spirit of Berlin Language Week is inclusive and multicultural
and serves to break down educational barriers. Several examples illus-
trate that spirit; in my opinion the most creative and innovative event is
Read Me ... Then Give Me Away! An army of volunteers set up Berlin’s
largest outdoor library in four inner city parks. Ten thousand books are
hungin trees, hidden under benches or bushes, and otherwise made acces-
sible in the parks. The books are donated by Berliner B chertisch, a non-
profit bookstore. The idea is that the books are to be picked up by park
visitors, read, and then passed on to friends. (RBB- Berlin 09.08.2012.
Sprachwoche Berlin)

The organizers wish to make the book a public good, a gift for ev-
eryone, and a means of communication. The outdoor library is meant to
simplify access to reading and to literature. No ID is required; no well-
meaning librarians are encountered. The principle of “free” is paramount.
Serendipitous placement arranges books in such a way that the library
and the book itself lose their aura as cultural institutions. The organizers
hope that reading will become an everyday activity.

Who conceived and implemented the project? His name is Kazim
Erdogan. His experience with language (or the lack thereof) inspired him.
He hails from a small village in Anatolia. His father could not read but en-
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sured Erdogan received an education. Erdogan was the first person in his
village to graduate from high school and passed the Ankara University
entrance exams. Poverty, however, forced him to leave Turkey, and he
arrived in Germany in 1974 without knowing a word of German. Not
holding any valid passport, he was arrested and scheduled for deporta-
tion. Then, the Free University of Berlin offered him a course in German,
and on that basis he was released from prison. Later, he studied psychol-
ogy and sociology, graduating in 1979. Today, Kazim Erdogan works as a
school psychologist.

Silence, isolation, and lack of recognition were the greatest chal-
lenges in his life. They inspired him to found ”Aufbruch Neukélln” (New
Beginning Neukélln), a volunteer association to assist at-risk youth,
adults, and immigrant seniors in building independent, active, and so-
cially integrated lives. Erdogan and Aufbruch Neukdlln are the organiza-
tional operators of Berlin Language Week.

For Erdogan, language became a symbol of freedom, recognition, and
integration into society. He parlayed that symbol into the READ event
during the 2012 Berlin Language Week. Approximately 2,300 students
attended. They came from schools in parts of town where the education-
al level is not high. The event took place at Bebelplatz, a public square
that chillingly symbolizes the contradictions in German culture and his-
tory. In 1933, the square came to represent a Germany in which students
burned books not deemed to be within the Nazi-defined literary heritage.
In 2012, the square showcased the ways in which literature provides a
creative, collective, and unifying force. The students presented their po-
ems to each other and formed a human chain of poets.

Kazim Erdogan speaks about the event: Today, I stood on the balcony
to view the poetry contest. I almost cried with joy. Just think, back in
1974 I knew not one word of German. Today, I watch students from the
schools of Berlin form a chain of poets on the very square where books
were burned. Such feelings are almost impossible to describe in words.
(Interview with Kazim Erdogan. Radio Berlin Brandenburg 30.8.2012)

The driving force behind Erdogan’s innovative project to support
cultural, social, and linguistic empowerment derives from his journey out
of silence, isolation, and rejection toward freedom, recognition, and inte-
gration. The individual events during last year’s Berlin Language Week
were all designed to ...

— support empowerment of specific social and ethnic groups

— contribute to a process of destigmatization in public discourse

— integrate cultural activities and institutions into the daily lives of
residents
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—  create awareness and understanding of cross-cultural dialogue.

Events like the Berlin Language Week point to a necessity in cultural
policy: When interpersonal and social relations are no longer based in
culture, those relations must be deliberately created with care and mu-
tual respect. Cross-cultural dialogue requires skills in language and com-
munication and insight into cultural and social phenomena.

Copenhagen Reads

Copenhagen Reads is an annual literary festival at which residents
from all over the city may enjoy consuming literature and engaging in re-
lated activities. Last held in March 2014, Copenhagen Reads has become
a festival built on a specific theme selected for each year. For 2014, the
theme was “the body in the books”. The organizers felt the human body
had lately been a prominent feature in literary works and in discussions
of culture. Hence, the human body was a topical thread for the individual
activities, and education was the underlying strategy for communica-
tion.

The festival’s website presents the theme using an analytical vocabu-
lary. The festival was about “examining why the body is such a key ele-
ment and why we are so fascinated by it”. Readers are directed to literary
history and to learned writings about health and beauty. Books for chil-
dren and teens were similarly included in the festival. The theme was a
focus for talks by Danish and international authors in environments such
as museums, parks, gardens, cemeteries, hotel rooms, or swimming pools.
The sensual, meditative, or kinetic approach to and experience of litera-
ture is a subject of study. “Instructional Journey” could be a metaphor for
the 2014 Copenhagen Reads.

The previous year saw the introduction of the thematic approach.
The 2012 theme was Copenhagen in Literature. Here, too, the metaphor
of the journey was prominent. A literature bus was offered for sightseeing
to view literary landmarks in Copenhagen. In addition to the actual jour-
ney on that bus, attendees were shown the city’s topography as described
in literature and oriented about changes to that topography over time.
The organizers were less concerned about instruction as they focused on
the experience and production of literature in writing workshops.

Copenhagen Reads began in 2008 as an innovative project to dissem-
inate culture, spearheaded by the public libraries in Copenhagen. At its
start, the project was focused on dissemination. The organizers attempted
to present literature and reading in non-academic environments or to in-
troduce literature and reading in a new way so as to replace the standard
institutional dissemination methods. By so doing, the organizers hoped
to provoke a fresh view of the book. "When literature and reading are
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removed from familiar contexts and inserted into new ones, such removal
creates a contextual shift and a form of alienation. Environments devoid
of poetry become stages for sophisticated cultural and ritual activities.
Jorgen Leth’s sports based poems, for example, were just now (2010) pre-
sented in their natural habitat, locker rooms” (Elbeshausen 2011).

Such a staged contextual shift draws attention to the next innovation,
downplaying the ideal of a homogeneous literary society. Experience and
experiential environments were to take the place of that ideal. "Literature
is presented as hybrid experience objects: Poetry by prescription is used
as a metaphor illustrating the therapeutic potential of the book ... Book
dating becomes a unique opportunity for bibliophiles to meet. Literary
flea markets poke fun at the library’s functionalistic aura” (Elbeshausen
2011). Based on Schulze’s five social and class environments or life styles
(Schulze 1992), the organizers have focused on quality and given priority
to education, stages of self realization, and degrees of social integration
(Elbeshausen 2009).

The third innovation is the organizational structure: Copenhagen
Reads is an ‘open network’ in the sense that the program is offered to
everyone — contributors or attendees — with an interest in reading or
books. Such diversity is reflected in the range of contributors. Schools,
libraries, museums, and theatres are obvious, but sports clubs, swimming
pools, churches, or bicycle shops are more exotic sites for presentation of
literature, just as literary walks are a new type of event. The benefit of
the open network is the flexibility and the low barrier to entry; the dis-
advantage is the difficulty of managing quality and cohesiveness for the
festival. It is reasonable to assume that the thematic principle introduced
in 2012 was inspired by the need to coordinate the individual activities
and strengthen the festival’s internal consistency.

The project was motivated by public libraries’ experience that books,
reading, and literature do not attract an audience the way they did 30
years ago. In public opinion, public libraries are viewed as effective means
of procuring and distributing informational materials. Public libraries do
not rank high on the list of destination spaces, however.

Copenhagen Reads is an institutional experiment launched by a pro-
gressive team. Reading, literature, and books are to be a shared experi-
ence for all residents of Copenhagen through strategic partnerships and
a modified scheme for dissemination. The experience economy element
is intended to boost the public library’s attractiveness as an educational
institution — somewhat paradoxically. The cultural-policy aspect of the
project therefore alternates between cultural education and engagement
using literature as a common good on the one hand and on the other hand
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providing personal enjoyment of literature as a fragmented object. There
is a third aspect: Branding Copenhagen as a city rich in culture.

The skillful practitioner

The method used in this paper is that of a project based study. It was
selected because projects by definition are dialogic projections into the
future and create their significance in a forward looking process. These
characteristics were certainly true of the Copenhagen Reads and Berlin
Language Week projects. The two festivals have each undergone a meta-
morphosis. Their organizational structure, operational partners, and
means of dissemination have changed over time.

Language Week went from being a local initiative to being a project
for all of Berlin. Similarly, the lineup of partners and supporters has been
extended. Today, that lineup reflects a wide spectrum of political views
and values. Language Week created its own cultural-policy significance
by being an animating, socially integrating, and critically educational lit-
erary festival. From the beginning, the project was "people-oriented” as
opposed to "market-oriented” (Young 2013). The organizers focused on
the concepts of resident participation, social responsibility, and engage-
ment in civil society. Those concepts constituted the symbolic capital
of the event. Confidence in the project was generated by the person of
Kazim Erdogan and by the ‘New Beginning Neukélln’ association. It is
noteworthy that cultural policy and social policy were not separate. It
was a goal to improve the quality of life and the enjoyment of life through
inclusive cultural activities.

Copenhagen Reads, as a library-led project, initially targeted those
with an interest in reading and literature. The organizers intended to
give visibility to literature and reading in unexpected places. Unlike the
Berlin Language Week project, Copenhagen Reads does not define a dis-
tinct social target group. The literature festival is used to promote the
book and draw attention to institutions whose business it is to dissemi-
nate education, knowledge, and information. Appealing to attendees and
being "market-oriented” was a necessity to some degree as the festival,
though it is conceived as a non-profit event, had to compete with other
events for funding and audiences. The cultural-policy objective has been
to 1) animate participants in the context of literary experience and educa-
tion, 2) include all potential contributors and co-organizers via the open
network platform, and 3) avoid being seen as culturally elitist by being
attractive to everyone. That wide appeal has been the festival’s greatest
symbolic capital.

Looking more closely at ontologies of opportunities, i.e. at the ques-
tion where the entrepreneurial opportunities come from, we note some
differences between the two festivals (Bager et al. 2010). If it is assumed
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that such opportunities do not already exist, they can be created. That is
very much the case for Berlin Language Week. Documentation from 2006
bears witness to the fact that opportunities were created — to begin with
as an idea and then as a concrete activity. The process took two years. The
individuals who conceived the idea are family therapists by profession
and were active in a multicultural social environment. Their experience
and professional expertise were used to give new meaning to the well-
known activities of reading, storytelling, and debate. In the process of
opportunity enactment, Kazim Erdogan’s experience of the significance
of language was a catalyst. However, it was not clear until the first festi-
val had been held that it is possible to organize a festival with a unique
multicultural and social profile.

If, on the other hand, it is assumed that the above mentioned op-
portunities do already exist, the concrete possibility of realizing them
must be discovered, described, and implemented. We could call this line
of thinking the analytical approach. The organizers of Copenhagen Reads
took advantage of such an approach. The library managers knew from
similar events in other cities that the festival was a real possibility. In ad-
dition, books and reading were at the top of the list of priorities for the
Minister of Culture; hence the framework was set. Subsequently, the task
was to find a niche in the existing market for culture and reading related
festivals. The unexploited opportunity was defined as arising from the
local character of the event, from its non-elitist quality, and from the fact
that the venues were all across Copenhagen. An environmental analysis
and a precise definition of the objectives for a new festival were among
the means for implementing it.

The skillful practitioner, in addition to providing direction for the
forward-looking project, instilling confidence, and creating or discover-
ing opportunities, must disclose new worlds. SFD define disclosing new
worlds as doing things in new ways, experimenting with new roles, and
developing new definitions of self. Discovering or creating opportunities
is a practice based on economic or strategic thinking. Being able to dis-
close new worlds is a practice based on mutual recognition, dialogue, and
responsibility. It is characteristic of the skillful practitioner that he or she
is able to hold on to an anomaly, to be receptive, and to develop height-
ened sensitivity.

The two projects were realized by using such abilities, and at the same
time these abilities were fur ther developed as a result of the projects. The
librarians in Copenhagen battled what they felt was an anomaly — a lack
of interest in reading, books, and literary education. The organizers in
Berlin were preoccupied by the cultural and social poverty in Neukélln.

For Kazim Erdogan, receptivity developed from his life experience and
his work experience as a psychologist in socially challenged and multi-
cultural districts. For the librarians, receptivity is a part of their profes-
sional self definition. Copenhagen Reads and Berlin Language Week each
responded with heightened sensitivity to what was deemed necessary in
the situation at hand — taking action to create opportunities and recon-
figure existing social and cultural practice.

Conclusion

There are times when highly educated people come to the realization
that additional learned analyses will not accomplish anything tangible or
worthwhile. They set aside the books, reports, and statistical tables they
have relied on and discussed for so long ... and get out there to “just do
it” (as an athletic wear manufacturer put it so pithily). To a considerable
extent, the two festivals’ organizers exemplify that realization when they
summoned their determination and made it happen, come what may.

Are Copenhagen’s and Berlin’s residents better off as a result of the
festivals? What does “better off” mean? If any number of city residents
and visitors — fifty, five hundred, twenty thousand — experienced won-
der, discovery, and delight in their lives by attending ... would the effort
of staging the festival have been “worth it”? The organizers would likely
say yes.

The politicians in charge of culture in the two cities would, if they
couldn’t quite reply with a resounding ‘yes’, likely feel quite proud for
a while; but they would then ask themselves if indeed it is their remit —
and the remit of cultural policy in general — to reduce social inequality
and foster cross-cultural integration. They would certainly ask their staff
economists to prepare a cost-benefit analysis. In so doing, they would
inadvertently contribute to a management practice in which events are
approved in light of the revenues the festival goers drop into the coffers
of the city or region.

The paper’s intent was to liberate the entrepreneur from the burden
of being an economist or cultural event manager so that he or she might
undertake entrepreneurship within the realm of personal life experience.
Engaged agency (C. Taylor), entrepreneuring, dialogism, receptivity, and
cultural practice are among the tools used to perform such a liberation.
The agency and practice of the entrepreneur as a model for cultural pol-
icy in engaging citizens — that is the normative agenda, which needs to
be discussed.

In the end, any society decides what is “worth it” by providing the
latitude (if not the funding) for enterprising souls to do their thing. But
what might this mean for cultural entrepreneurship? “Whether people
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qualify as cultural entrepreneurs always depends on the circumstances in
which they operate. Cultural conditions matter.” (Klamer 2011)

DEVELOPING COMMUNICATION SKILLS IN MULTILINGUAL EUROPE:
THE CASE OF BRITAIN

This paper presents a review of publications exploring the crisis in foreign language
teaching in Great Britain and the ways of overcoming it. The author investigates the
causes of a reduction in the number of British university departments where foreign
languages are taught as a major. The article also describes the measures aimed to
develop functional bilingualism among university graduates, especially teaching
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languages at optional courses of various duration and accreditation status. Data
from various surveys involving people attending such courses have been analysed.
It appears that most of the students choose credit or certified courses. Particular
attention is paid to the role of university language centres in teaching foreign
languages to non-specialist students.

Key words: communication skills, non-specialist language students, university
language centre, credit courses, non-credit courses.

British educators are worried about the alarming shortage of people
in the United Kingdom able to speak at least one foreign language. Rather
frequently academic journals publish articles bearing eloquent titles such
as “Why the British do not learn languages?” [5]. The British Council
has defined 10 foreign languages (Spanish, Arabic, French, Chinese,
German, Portuguese, Italian, Russian, Turkish, Japanese), the knowledge
of which “...will be of crucial importance for the UK’s prosperity, security
and influence in the world over the next 20 years”. A YouGov poll (2013)
found that 75% of adult respondents were unable to speak any of these
10 languages well enough to hold a conversation. Only 15% of the UK
population could hold a conversation in French, 6% in German, 4% could
converse in Spanish and 2% in Italian. According to John Worne of the
British Council, failure to act in this direction risks the UK losing out
“both economically and culturally” [2].

The purpose of this article is to review the situation with non-spe-
cialist foreign language provision in Great Britain, as well as the mea-
sures aimed at overcoming the crisis in this sector of higher education.
Taking into account the fact that the foreign language proficiency among
Ukrainian students is rather low, drawing on European experience seems
very relevant.

In Great Britain the term “non-specialist language provision” has
two meanings. On the one hand it refers to the language teaching pro-
vided for students who are not doing a full language degree. On the other,
it encompasses a wide range of university courses attended by students
wishing, for example, to increase their chances of getting a job in a global
labour market [7]. In this paper, this term is used in its second, narrower,
meaning,

According to The Guardian (2013), by 2000 the number of univer-
sities offering modern language degree had dropped from 105 to 62. If
this tendency continues, in 10 years’ time as many as 40% of university
language departments will close [8]. As a result, British schools do not
get enough foreign language teachers holding a university degree. These
circumstances enhance the indifference to language learning prevalent
in British society. Numerous studies showed that English pupils were
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significantly behind their international peers in terms of foreign language
proficiency [2]. This indifference is caused, in particular, by the insularity
syndrome, the high worldwide popularity of English as an international
language, and the wrong notion of languages as the most difficult school
subject [8].

The alarming situation with language learning in Britain was dete-
riorated by the government decision (2004) to make languages optional
at GCSE (General Certificate of Secondary Education). This decision
deepened the general conviction that studying languages was a luxury
and that corresponding financial resources should be allocated to other
sectors. Even before the legislation became statutory, 60% of state com-
prehensive schools had already made languages optional for pupils after
the age of 14 [4]. Through the lack of motivation, most British pupils lost
interest in learning languages.

However, the realities of life have proved that the 2004 decision was
erroneous. It turned out that it was hard for monolingual Englishmen
to find a job in international organisations [1]. Besides, EU policy is
aimed at developing academic mobility, particularly in the framework
of the Erasmus exchange programme. Specialists possessing language
skills are needed in industry and the financial sector. According to the
Confederation of British Industry (CBI), in 2011 only a quarter (27%) of
businesses say they have no need for foreign language skills among their
employees [6]. A revised GCSE curriculum for primary schools was ap-
proved in 2014; an exam in a foreign language was again made compul-
sory at GCSE level. Pupils at the age of 11 are expected to be able to hold
an elementary conversation in French or German. At the same time, the
document does not foresee any concrete measures aimed at implement-
ing this decision, which is why many schools still consider this subject
important but not vital [8].

Of course, such state of affairs affects higher education as well. Classic
philological education is losing popularity. To get a degree in Modern
Languages, students have to aquire linguistic skills as well as attend nu-
merous lectures on literature, culture, history, political life of the country
or countries where the target language is spoken. Professors at language
departments are engaged in serious scientific research in theory and his-
tory of literature; they are experts in the theory of grammar, phonetics,
stylistics, but they are not interested in modern communicative methods
and technical aids. There is a disagreement between the teachers’ aca-
demic tastes and the students’ wish to learn languages for practical pur-
poses. Nowadays even prestigious British higher schools have to react to
the demands of our time. 47 UK university French departments have re-
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duced the literary content of degrees. Pre-twentieth century texts, poetry
and drama have been squeezed out. Some people even suggests that litera-
ture should be given up altogether as a descipline. “The teaching of litera-
ture does not do much to help students learn a language. [...] I don’t think
that many student tears would be shed if literature disappeared completely
from the syllabus of most institutions of higher education”. At some insti-
tutions, Modern Language Departments have dissolved, their academics
absorbed into Cultural Studies,European Studies or Politics [4].

Thereis evidence that Modern Foreign Language graduates have low-
er salaries than the average graduate, are more likely to be unemployed
and less likely to be in full-time employment, are less satisfied with their
career, and are less convinced that their degree was good value for money
or that they were well prepared for a career. [6].

The so-called “new universities” (ex-Polytechnics) successfully
compete with traditional philological education for the wealthy elite.
Financially they are more accessible, they respond more actively to the
needs of job market, where practical skills are preferred over theoretical
knowledge. The general attitude of modern employers was voiced by a
high-ranking official from the CBI: “Of course we always want people
to go to uni and study Moliére, but we also need engineers who can go
to Toulouse and converse with engineers there.” [8]. Universities gradu-
ally reject the idea of educating specialists, for whom languages represent
all or most of the degree programme (Single Honours). In 1994 the pro-
portion of Single Honours students was only 25%, fell to 15% by 2000,
and has continued to decrease. Instead, many universities offer Joint
Honours — combinations of a non-linguistic discipline and a foreign lan-
guage, such as French and Business, Economics and German, Finance and
Spanish, etc. Degree programmes, the titles of which include a “language
component” (for example, Machine Building with German, Journalism
with French) are popular as well. Such courses concentrate on develop-
ing practical skills rather than theoretical knowledge [4].

It is worth mentioning the so-called Flexible Combined Honours
(FCH) programmes at Bachelor level which allow students to acquire
knowledge and skills in line with their own interests and career objec-
tives (as, for instance, at the University of Exeter). Usually students start
with a combination of ‘officially approved’ subjects and then make their
choice from their second year.

Some universities provide optional courses of “professional foreign
language” (Language for Special Purposes) for students studying medi-
cine, economy, law, business. At such courses, students are taught not the
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language as such, but the foreign terminological system of the relevant
area of knowledge.

Today it is obvious that learning a language by non-specialist stu-
dents requires many years of hard work. Universities have to concentrate
their efforts on educating specialists in various areas of activities with
functional linguistic skills sufficient for professional international com-
munication. Said J. Worne: “... it is functional skill rather than fluency
that counts.” [2].

To achieve this aim, the so-called University Language Centres
proved to be the most acceptable tool. Each centre is located on campus
and is well equipped with all modern IT learning facilities. As far back
as in the 1960s and 1970s leading universities established open-access
language laboratories with audiovisual and printed media for students to
practise their applied language skills.

Oxford and Cambridge, the universities of Manchester, Leeds and
Sussex were the first to recognize the importance of new ways of teaching
languages. At the same time, some universities such as Bradford, Sheffield
and Bath introduced Bachelor language degrees with a focus on develop-
ing applied language skills and invested considerable sums in the techni-
cal equipment language centres. Serving as an additional resource for the
study of languages for linguist students, the new units became the only
means of creating a language environment for future engineers, lawyers,
businessmen, journalists. And when in the 1990th traditional philological
degrees began to lose their attractiveness, the position of language cen-
ters became much stronger; now a university with the most up-to-date
equipment for the study of languages has a substantial advantage over
the rivals.

Non-specialist language provision at university language centres is
carried out at different levels and in different formats. Most institutions
offer credit-bearing modules, which count towards each year of study
(from 5 to 25% from the total number of credit hours in the degree pro-
gramme). Many universities also run non-credit language courses, which
are generally priced low enough to attract as large an uptake as possible.
These courses do not count towards a degree but they are certified and
quality controlled by the host institution. The course grades or state-
ments of attendance appear on students’ transcripts, which can be advan-
tageous when looking for a job. Besides, the tuition fees for such courses
are compratively low [7].

The popularity of of the new format of learning can be attested by
a poll conducted by the Association of University Language Centres
(2003). 44 institutions claimed expanding non-specialist student num-
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bers, 2 steady, and only 1 falling numbers. In 2007/08, a total of 58,900
undergraduate and postgraduate students from non-lanyguage disciplines
were recorded to be studying a language at university, not at degree level,
but as an accredited language course [7]. Some Language Centres aim to
recruit as much as 20% of the entire student body [2].

Two surveys involving non-specialist language students were con-
ducted in the UK in 2010 and 2011 (The Open University was not exam-
ined). The following parameters were studied: target language; respon-
dents’ gender and age; curricula characteristics; connection between the
acquired skiils and the prospects of employment; emotional component
of the learning process; tuition fees; course accreditation; student majors;
quality of teaching. According to the University Council for Modern
Languages, the results of these polls can be summarized as follows. The
total number of languages studied by non-specialists: 21. The most popu-
lar languages: Spanish (296 respondents), French (279), German (195),
[talian (103), Chinese (86), Japanese (83), Arabic (52). Women make up
the majority of non-specialist language learners; they outnumber men in
all age groups and in all the most popular languages. Almost half of re-
spondents were under 25. Practically all respondents aged 18-21 were
full-time undergraduate students. Seniour age groups were made up by
postgraduates and teachers. Almost a quarter of respondents were non-
UK citizens. 84% of learners of French reported that they had studied
the language before, 71% of learners of German and 61% of Spanish.
Arabic, Japanese and Chinese attracted mainly beginners. It was found
that some respondents (mostly learners of Oriental languages) had little
idea of their competence level by the time they complete their studies. A
large majority intended to continue language study to a higher level. 78%
of respondents were convinced that foreign language skills would be an
advantage when seeking a job. However, only 2% of part-time students
were funded by their employers. 67% stated that language competence
was not essential for their present job. 96% were satisfied with their stud-
ies, and 89% considered their course good value for money. 58,2% paid for
their studies from their own pocket.

A majority of undergraduate students reported that they could re-
ceive credits, a qualification or a certificate from the university upon
successful completion of their course. It sounds strange, but around
one in five learners did not know if there was any form of accreditation.
Language courses were most popular with students of Sociology and
Political Science (16%) followed by Business and Economics (15,9%).

On the whole, most comment on teaching quality were positive,but
some respondents complained of the absence of native speakers, and the
unavailabity of higher-level courses [3].
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A typical example of a modern unit for learning languages is the lan-
guage centre at the University of Leeds. As the centre serves both British
and international students, English is also taught here besides European
and Oriiental languages. The centre includes two digital language labo-
ratories with interactive study programmes, two computer classes, five
audiovisual classes, a resource centre, 17 classrooms, etc.

Conclusions.

1. The government and academic community of Great Britain are
aware of the necessity of developing linguistic communication skills in
order to be successful in the globalised, multilingual world.

2. The following steps are taken in the United Kingdom with the aim
to meet this challenge: a) introducing obligatory study of foreign lan-
guages in primary schools; b) reducing the number of university depart-
ments teaching specialist linguists; ¢) providing opportunities for non-
specialist language students to learn foreign languages at universities.

3. Language teaching provision for non-specialists is conducted at
university language centers; students can choose optional courses of vari-
ous duration and various accreditation status.
